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PREF ACE. 

A genealogical register of the descendants in the male line of 
DAVID ATWATER, one of the original planters of New Haven, 
Conn., to the fifth generation, was printed in New Haven in 1851. 

A new edition has been prepared chiefly for the sake of correcting 
mistakes and supplying omissions. I have embraced the opportu­
nity to record another generation. 

JosnuA ATWATER and DAVID ATWATER were among the first 
planters of New Haven, as their autographs iu the first volume of 
the Town Records sufficiently prove. 

Tradition says that the family of Joshua, in the male line, soon 
became extinct; and all researches yet made sei-ye to confirm it. 
He was probably a married man at the time of his emigration, as 
liis family is numl>ere<l as t\vo persons in t,he list of planters. If 
this be so, he soon lost his wifo, for he manied Mary Blackman, 
the daughter of a clergyman in Stratford, 1\fay 6th, 1651, by 
whom he had two sons and one or more daughters. The birth of 
his oldest son is recorded on the New Haven Town Records, and 
the baptism of two other children on the Records of the First 
Church, the birtli of one of which may be found recorded 011 the 
Town Records of Milford. PrevionR to 1665, or early in that 
y,•:ir, he rrnnoved to Bost.on, as in :t ,lc0<l <late<l "the 1 !Jth <hy of 
the 4th mouth (called Jrn1c)" of that year, hy which he com-eyccl 
to· his brother David his house aucl lauds in New Haven, he 
describes himself as "Joshua Atwater of 13ostou, New England." 
He died at Boston, :May, 1676. 

The names of his children which have been ascertained were 
Anu, J oshna and Samuel. Ann married, in 1672, Jeremiah lJum­
mcr. .Toshna, .Tr., rnarrie<l .i\fohitaLel, daughter of Francis Wain­
wright, of Ipswich, by whom he ha.cl three children. He after­
ward, and probably in 1690, married Mary, youngest daughter of 
Seaborn Cotton. He was drowned in Boston harbor, Feb., 1692. 

Samuel probably died at an early age. 
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.Mehitabel, daughter of .T oshua, .Tr., and .Mehitabel Wainwright, 
married Rev. Benjamin Rolfe, of Haverhill, .March 11, 1694. She 
ancl her husband were massacred by the Indians in the attack on 
Haverhill, Aug. 2, 1708. The other cl1ildren of .T oshna, .Tr., can­
not be traced. They probably died at an early age. 

If it he true that the family of Joshua in the male line became 
extinct, all in America who bear the name of' Atwater are descend­
ants of David. None have yet been found whose lineage could 
not be traced to him. 

The history of the family has not been traced backward beyond 
the two brothers who came from London with Davenport and 
Eaton, and settled in New Haven in 1638. They were prohahly 
parishioner,; of Davenport whcu he was rector of Ht. Stepl1en's, in 
Coleman street, and an examination of the records of that parish 
might trace tliem to one of the numerous localities in the south­
ern counties of England, where Atwatcrs were to be found at any 
time for several centuries previous to the settlement ofN ew Haven. 
A few extracts from local histories and ancient records may be 
interesting as indicating places where probably some of the :mce:i­
tors of .Toshna and David dwelt. 

(From Brayley'8 'l'vpogrnphical History of Surrey.) 

"Manor of West Clandon: In 1278, the 6th of Edward I., John De Aqua or 
John At Water seems to have claimed for land he held at Clandon the right and 
privileges of ancient demesne and without success. The same person, however, 
on a trial at Guildford against a writ of quo warranto, establfahed the right for 
himself and his men of Clandon to buy and sell in Guildford market without pay­
ing tolls. At the same time John At Water was summoned to answer the charge 
of having seized and imprisoned Robert le Ken at Clandon Regis: in answer to 
which he pleaded that the complainant was his villain, and the question was 
decided in his favor."

"Robert Attwater, with his wife Isabella, brings an Assize of Novo! Dissiozin, 
&c., touching tonements in llotherhithe." Rotherhithe is on the soutl1 bank of

"Johannes Atte Water certified, pursuant to writ tested at Clipston, 5 March, 
1316, as one of the lords of the Township of Ickford, in the county of Iluoks."

"Ickford, Rickford, Iksford (in Saxon, Teemzaford, from a watory way or pus­
sago through tho '.l'humos.] Robort marl, of Morton, llnlf-brotlior of William tho 
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Conqueror, granted this manor with marsh to the Abbey of Grestein, founded by 
1far1ewin de Conteville, his father, and Ickford was by the Abbot and Convent 
granted to a family deriving its name from this place, * * * How long Grestein 
Abbey continued to enjoy tho estate in Tckford is unknown, but having been 
seized by the Urowu during the wars of Edward II, and again restored, it was ri 

second time forfeited, and the family of Ickford is no longer mentioned, unless 
their descendants are to be identified with persons denominated Atte Water de 
Ickford, who afterward possessed a considerable estate here. William Atte 
Water de Tckford died in 1311, seized of the manor of Great Ickford, held of the 
kill!-( in ,:a11iti,, and in 11120, Nid1ol1tA Ryhal!, PnrRon of Jckford pn.sAe<l landR in

"William Atwater was born at Dennington, in Somersetshire, (Suffolk?) and 
was fellow of Magdalene College, Oxford, and in 1492, D. D. From 1497 to 1502 
he was Vice-Chancellor of that University, and on the death of Cardinal Moreton 
he for a short time executed the office of Chancellor. After several lesser prefer­
ments he was, in 1502, Dean of the King's Chapel; in 1506, Chancellor of Lin­
coln; in J li09, Doan or Ralislmry, and in lG 14, A n,hdeacon or Huntingdon. By 
Lite i11torcst of Cardinal Wolsey, ho sttocce<kd hi111 in Litt' 13iHhopic of Lineolu, 
and was consecrated Nov. 12, 1614. He died February 4, 1520, aged 81, at his 
palnce at Woburn, County of Ducks, in the ehmch of which his bowels wero 
buried, and his body in his Cathedral."

The manor of Royton (parish of Lenham) was sold during the reign of Henry 
VITI to "Robert Atwater, who leaving two daughters arnl co-heirs, Mary the 
yo11ng<•KL cnniml it with othrr estates nl, Chnring nrnl olsowhorn in this neighbor­
hood to ltobert llonywood, Msq., of .llonowootl, in l'ostling. Ile aitcrwnrtl resided 
at Pett, in Charing, being part of his wife's inheritance, and dying in 1576, 

was buried in Lenham Church. He left a numerous issue by his wife, who sur­
vived him nearly forty-four years, when she dying in 1620, in the ninety-third 
year of her ago, was interred near him, though a monument to her memory was 
erected at .Murk's Hall, in Essex. She had, as it is said, at her decease, lawfully 
,lest'ondod rrom hor :107 chiltlron; J (i of her own, 1 H grnudehiltlrou, 228 of the 
thinl gonorntion, :ind !l in tho fourth. 

Tho manor of Downo or Downe Court, in the parish of Lonham. 
"Robert Atwater, of Royton, in this pnrish, died, possessed o[ it in 1GG5, 

whose daughter and co-heir, :Mary, carried it, with other estates in this parish and 
neighl1orhoo!l, in mnrringc to Robert Honywood, J<,sq., of Postling." 
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In the following Register a number is prefixed to-each name, 
which it always retains, and by which it may he distinguished. 
So many new names have heen inserted that I have found it impos­
sible to give to names which were in the latter part of the Regis­
ter of 1851 the same numbers which were there prefixetl. If, as I 
hope, the olil edition shall he entirely suporsc<lo<l hy tl1c new, the 
cli:-mge of numbers will occa1,ion no confusion.

NoTE.-Since the first sheet was printed, 1 have loarned through tho kind atten• 
tion of Robert H. Atwater, son of Charles Henry Atwater (227 O), that the family 
name is not found on the register of the parish of St. Stephen's, Coleman street, 
London, from 1623 to 1638. 'l'he inference is that the brothers Joshua and David, 
who left England in 1637, in the company of Eaton and Davenport, were not of 
that parish. They probably came from one of the neighboring counties to join 
the company. If it is desirable to mention additional probabilities, the occur­
ranee of the family name on records of tho sixteenth and seventeenth centuries in 
]font and Snrroy, and tho pnritn.11 emigrntion from tl10Ho emmtioH lo tho Now 
lfavon Colony concur in Hllggostiug t!tnt tho LirU1-placo of tho urotlwrn mny huve 
been in one of those shires. 'l'he researches of Mr. R. II. Atwater havp discov• 
ered the name in Charing, Lenham and Headcorn parishes, in :Mid Kent, a puri­
tan neighborhood, where, according to a Report of Archbishop Land to the King, 
made in 1637 (the year in which the company of Davenport and Eaton emigrated), 
"Brewer, one of the ringleaders of the separatists, not long since slipped out of 
prison, held conventicles, and put a great many people into great distempers 
against the church." Further research may find in one of these, or in somo neigh- , 
boring parish, a record of tho births of ,Toshua and David Atwater, and, as I con­
jectnro, between the years 1600 and lGlG. 

The names given to these brothers by their parents indicate that their puritan­
ism was inherited, and it may be inferred from the large sums they invested in 
the joint-stock company, which owned the plantation at New Haven (Joshna £300 
and David £500) that, if thoir father was at that timo yot alivo, they exiled them­
selves with his approval, to find in New England a place where their "distempers 
against the church" would· subject thorn to less inconvenience than they wore 
likely to suffer at home.
