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PREFACE

Of Themas Brownell and his wife Ann, the ancestors of our fam-
ily, very little is known except that they were of English descent.
It is claimed that he was born in Derbyshire, England. about 1618.
Was married in 1638 to Ann, his wife. whose maiden surname is
unknown. and came to America in 1639. Austin in his Geneal-
ogical Dictionary c¢f Rhede Island states thar he was the son of Sir
Edward or Edmiind Brownell: of this we have been unable to find
any proof. To substantiate the fact that Thomas Brownell was a
descendant of the Brownells of Derbyshire, it has been claimed
by one of his descendants. that some of their ancesters who lived in
Rhode Island during the seventcenth century possessed plate upon
which was engraved the Coat of Arms of the Brownells of Derby-

shire, England.

That he came to this ccuntry about the time of his marriage seems
very reasonable, as our earliest knowledge of him-in this country. is
that in 1647, he was living in Aquidneck. a settlement at the north-
rn end of the island of Rhode Island. new known as
Portsmouth. This settlement had been made nine  years
“efore  this date by .a little group of men and women

who had been driven out of Boston. Mass.. because,



Hutchinscn and Mrs. Hutchinson had seduced them into dangerous
crrors.” There in Aquidneck they had made that famous compact
of government, which is in these words: “The seventh day of the
first month, 1638. We whose names are underwritten, do hereby
solemnly, in the presence of Jehova, Incorporate ourselves into a
bodie Politick, and, as He shall help, will submit our persons, lives
and estates unto our Lord Jesus Christ, the King of Kings and Lord
of Lords. and to all those perfect and most absolute laws of His,
‘miven us in His Holy Word of Truth, to be guided and judged
thereby.~Exod. 24, 2-3. 2 Chron. 2-3. 2 Kings 2-17.”

This compact had been signed by William Coddington. John
Clark and seventeen others. Twelve of the signers were members of
the Boston church, and all except two were among those who had
been required to give up their arms in Bosten in the previous vear, on

account of their adherence to the doctrines =f Mrs. Hutchinson,

It was among these people, who had been driven from Massa-
chuserts colony for their religious opinions, that he cast his lor, and
we may judge somewhat of him and his character, from that cir-
cumstance.

In 1895, the compiler became interested in collecting genealog-
ical data of the descendants of Thomas and Ann Brownell. Having
been very successful in accumulating a large amount of data, and as
he was in receipt of many inquiries from other members of the family,
he decided to publish the results of his labor in book form for the
benefir of present and future generations, which he has been able to
accomplish with the assistance of Mr. Simeon Brownell. Dewitrville,

N. Y., who so kindly backed him in this enterprise.

Great pains have been taken to avold errors in names or dates.

but as they are liable to occur in compiling a work of this kind, the



compiler would be thankful if anyons finding mistakes, no matter
how trivial, would inform him, giving number of page on which they
occur, so that he may be able to make proper corrections in the next
volume.

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HISTORICAL RECORD OF THOMAS BROWNELL

THoMAS BROWNELL.

(1).

Thomas Brownell, of Derbyshire, Englarnd, born about 1619;
died 1665: married about 1638, Ann, (surname unknewn). and
had cight children. Mary. born 1639: died January 12, 1739;
married Robert Hazard.  SArRAH, died September 6. 1676: married
Gideon Freeborn.  MARTHA, born May, 1643; died February 15,
1744: married Jeremizh Wait, (2) Charles Dyer.  GErorce. born
1636: died April 20, 1718;: married Susanna Pearce.  WiLLiay,
born 1648: died 1715: married Sarah Smiton.  THoMas. born
1630: died May 18, 1732; married Mary Pearce.  Rorgrt. born
1652: died July 22, 1728: married Mary. (surname unknown).
ANN, born 1654 died April 2, 1747: married Joseph Wilbur.

March 18, 1647, he was one of the witnesses to the will of John
Walker, of Portsmouth, R. I.  On May 20, 1647, he was appointed
Water Bailey. In 1655. he became Freeman. 1655-61-62-63. he
was member of Court of Commissioners. April 4, 1658, he sold
Thomas Lawton 35 acres of land. He was Deputy in General As-
sembly in 1664.

On November 6, 1665, Ann Brownell, widow and executrix of
Thomas Brownell, exchanged certain lands with William Brenton,
fulfilling a contract made by her husband previous to his decease.
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ARTICLE BY T. FRANK BROWNELL.

About the middle of the Seventeenth century there died in Eng-
land. one Thomas Wilsen, described in his will as “‘the elder some-
thae ctizen and clothmaker of London, but now resident at Rye-
croft in the Parish of Rawmarsh and County of York.” This will
was dated February 235, 1657, and proved on the 14th day of Febru-
ary, 1658. In it, he made the following bequest: “I give to my
cousin, George Brownell of London twenty pounds, to be paid him
out of the tents of Ryecroft. To Mary, daughter ot George Brown-
cll ten pounds. at day of her marriage, if with her father’s consent;
if not, to her father. [ give to my cousin, Thomas Brownell of Ports-
mouth, R. I, in New England. and to his childern twenty pounds,
to be paid either to himself, if he shall come over to receive the same
or clse to such person or persons in his behalf as he shall lawfully
assign to receive same.”

Concerning this Thomas Brownell, of whom this is the only
English reference which I have met with, very little is known, save
that he is the ancestor of all the Brownells in the United States, ex-
cept some of recent immigration. He was born in 1619. He came
from Derbyshire. England. He marrted in 1638, Ann, his wife
whose maiden surname is unknown. It has been stated that he came
to America in 1639. but I know of no authority for the statement.
I have been unable to find his name in any of the lists of passengers
to America in the 17th century. which has been collected and printed.

Our carliest knowledge of him after he immigrated is that. in
1647. he was living in Aquilneck, a settlement at the northern end
of the island of Rhode Island, now known as Portsmouth. This set-
tlement had been made nine years before this date by a little group of
men and women who had been driven out of Boston because as was
stated at the time “the opinions and revelations of Mr. Hutchinson
and Mrs. Hutchinson had seduced them into dangerous errors.”

There in Aquilneck, they had made that famous compact of gov-
ernment, which is in these words: “The seventh day of the first
month, 1638, We, whose names are undenwritten, do hereby solemn-
Iy in the presence of Jehovah incorporate ourselves into a bodie poli-
tick, and as He shall help will submit our persons, lives and estates
unto our Lord Jesus Chirst, the King of Kings and Lord of Lords,
and to all those perfect and most absolute laws of his, given us in
His most holy word of truth, to be guided and judged thereby.”
Exod. 24: 3-3:2 Corn. 2: 3: 2 Kings 11: 17.
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This compact had been signed by William Coddington, John
Clarke and seventeen others. Twelve of the signers were members
of the Bostor church, and all except two were among those who had
been required to give up their arms in Boston in the previous year,
on account of their adherence to the doctrines of Mrs. Hutchinson,

It was among these people who had been driven from Massachu-
setts colony for their religious opinions, that Thomas Brownell cast
his lot, and we judge somewhat of him and his character from that
circumstance. The earliest mention of his name in the records of
Portsmouth is under date of March 10th. 1647, when he witnessed
the will of John Walker of Portsmouth. He signed “with his mark.”
John Walker was one of the nincteen signers of the compact ¢ March
7th, 1638 (that being *“first month.™) Among the oid recor:s of the
Superior Court of Newport. R. 1. for a term of court
held in March., 1723. about scventy-six years after the
date of John Walker's will. we find the depositions taken in a
controversy about this John Walker's homestead. These depositions
are of interest to the descendants of Thomas Brownell. They were
taken in an action of trespass brought by Mary Borden. widow,
arand-daughter of John Walker of Portsmouth against Gideon Free-
born of Portsmouth.

Mary Gatchell of Tiverton, widow, age scventy-seven vears, tes-
tified in her deposition taken in August. 1721, that she remembered
John Walker and more especially. Katherine his wife, who survived
him: that Katherine when she went to the water mill of William
Freeborn, she used to leave the house of said John Walker to go to
said Frecborn's on the right hand. thar said Walker’s land. as was
called. lay to the southward of the land of Robert Hazard: that
said mill was southward of said Walker's land; thar said
Walker's land extended westward to the sea and ecastward up
o the common and thar the White Rocks to the -:orthward of the
corner thereof: and as deporent used ro zo bv water to said mill in
A canoe, she hath often heard the people with her say. when they
were agairst the lands butting upon the sea. that is Brownell's land,
ete., and there is goodman Walker's land. etc.  She understcod the
land to be John Walker's by general decree.

Martha Dyer., widow., of Portsmouth, azed seventy-four years,
also made a deposition. She was a daughter of Thomas Brownell,
and widow of Charles Dyer of Newport. her second husband. It
may be stated in passing, that her deceased husband, Charles Dyer,
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was a son of Mary Dyer, the Quakeress who returning to Boston
after having been expelled, was hanged on Boston Commons June
1, 1660, in the Quaker persccution, and thar all of the name of
Brownell have thercfore reason to feel more than a historic interest
in that trageds. Martha Dyer's deposition was taken August 28,
t721. She testified that she had some knowledge of the widow
Walker, and where said Walker lived, which was in a house between
the lands of the deponent’s father’s and after, of Robert Hazard, and
lands of William Freeborn, said house stood on the right hand of an
old path that led from Robert Hazard's house and land unto a grist
mill of James Sands or William Frecborn.

Robert Brownell of Little Compton, a son of Thomas Brownell
“aged seventy vears past” made his deposition in August, 1721
He deposed that he formerly lived in Portsmouth, had knowledge of
land called John Walker's, that James Sands lived upon the lower
part next the sea. He also deposed that said land lay between land
of William Frecborn and land of Thomas Brownell, the deponent’s
father, joining northward on said Thomas Brownell's land, which
after was Robert Hazard’s land: that there was a water grist mill
stood on the southward side of 'said Walker's land or near it. Soon
after Phillip’s War, Gideon Frecborn by two Indians erected a stone
wall, etc. Deponent further says that his brother-in-law, Robert
Hazard, and James Sands made an exchange of lands, etc.

I have quoted somewhat at length from the quaintly phrased evi-
dence in this old land case. because it shows with some exactness where
Thomas Brownell's farm was, and who was his nearest neighbors, It
shows to one familiar with the locality or any one examining 2 map
of Rhode Island, that his farm was on the western side of the north-
western end of Rhode Island: that it extended down to the water
and looked out on Narragansett Bay, probably not far from where
now is situated the Old Coal mine: that his next neighbor on the
south was John Walker, whose will he witnessed; and next south of
John Walker lived William Freeborn, whose son Gideon—above
wentioned as building a wall “by two Indians”—married June 1st,
1458, Sarah Brownell, Thomas Brownell’s second daughter. The
Robert Hazard who afterwards owned the Brownell land was 2
son of Thomas Hazard and a son-in-law of Thomas Brownell,
having married Mary Brownell, who was Thomas Brownell's eldest
daughter.

I have no earlier reference to Thomas Brownell than the date
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of 1647, when he acted as a vritness to John Walker's will.  The
next reference to him in the Rhode Island records is that, on May
20, 1647, he became “water bailey.” I have been unable to find out
the duties and functions of this office. He was six tiines elected Com-
missioner or Deputy: in May and June, 1655; May, 1661; Octo-
ber, 16627 May, 1663: and May, 1654

He became Freeman of Portsmouth in 1655. On April 4. 1658.
he sold to one Thomas Lawton thirty-five acres of land. On April
17, 1657, Casanaquant, Chief Sachem of the Narragansett, in con-
sideration of “gifts of value received” and one hundred pounds,
deeded the island Quononquot, opposite Newport—now known as
Conncaut—to William Coddingten and Benedict Arnold, Sen.—
both of Newport—"for themselves and such others of the free inhab-
itants of Rhode Island and others of their friends as are in covenant
with them,” by writings bearing date March 10, 1657 or 1658.
The grantor agreed at his own charge to remove all Indians and
clear them oft from the island. .

The agreement of March 10, 1657 or 1658, above referred to,
was signed by Governor Coddington, Robert Hazard, John Greene,
Jr., of Warwick, and sixty and more others. One of its many pro-
visions for the allotment among the purchasers of land so bought,
provided as follows: “Thomas Brownell (and many others men-
tioned by name) shall each of them pay one sixty-seventh part of the
whole charge, and shall receive each of them one sixty-seventh part
of the promised premises.” Among the many signatures to this
agreement is that of Thomas Brown, signed “by his mark.” As no
Thomas Brown is mentioned in the tody of the instrument, I have
no doubt that this signature is that of Thomas Brownell. We do
not know the exact date of Thomas Brownell’s death, or what pro-
visions he made in his witl. On November 6, 1665, Ann Brownell,
his widow and executrix, exchanged certain lands with William Bren-
ton, fulfilling a contract made by her husband previous to his death.
‘We only know that he died between May, 1664, when he was clected
Deputy, and Navember 6, 1663, when this exchange was made by his
widow. I have now given all that is known of our ancient ancestor.
The story is a very short one. I trust further research may give us
much further information, not only of him and his life in Portsmouth,
but of his relatives and ancestry in England.

Mary Brownell, daughter of Thomas and Ann Brownell, born
1639; died January 12, 1739; married Robert Hazard, son of
Thomas and Martha Hazard, born 1635; died 1710, and had nine
children. THoMas, born 1660; died November, 1746: married
Susanna (surname unknown). GEORGE, died 1743; married Pen-
clope Wilbur. StePHEN, died September 29, 1727: married Eliza-
beth Helme.  MARTHA, died 17535 married Thomas Wlicox. A
daughter, (given name unknown); married Edward Wilcox.
RogerT, died 1718;: married Amey (surname unknown). JER:-
MiaH, born March 23, 1675; died February 2, 1768: married Sarah
Smith.  Mary, born 1676; died 1722: married John Robinson.
Haxxan, married Jeftery Champlin.

In 16535, Robert Hazard, husband of Mary Brownell, became a
Freeman. On January 2, 1658, he sold John Roome of Portsmouth
all his interest in Conanicut and Dutch Islands (1-300 part). He.
and his wife sold James Sands eight acres of land March 13. 1659.
He was a member of Court of Commissioners in 1662-70. He
bought twenty-five acres of land of Abel Potter March 1. 1663. He
was 2 Deputy in General Assembly in 1664-65-67-70-71. On October
31, 1667, the court of Plymouth ordered. in reference to a contro-
versy between the English and Indians about oounds in Dartmouth,
that in case Robert Hazard of Rhode Island. might be procured he
should run the line, ete.  He was a Juryman in 1670-71.  In 1671,
he boughe five hundred acres of land in Kings Town of the Pella-
quanscott purchasers. On November 24, 1671, he sold Gideon Free-
born for eighteen pounds two-thirds of ten acres of land in Narra-
gansett, having sold the other third to George Brownell.

On March 13, 1676, he and three others of Portsmouth were
a committee who were ordered by Assembly to appoint their own
min as keepers of Indians above twelve years of age (in custody of
several inhabitants), that the Indians should be so secured as thar
they might be hindered from doing damage to the inhabitants in this
juncture of time, etc. The Indians were to have sufficient keepers
in company with them by day, and were to be locked up at night in
a sufficdent place of security. Any master offending was to pay a
fin: of five pounds.

On April 1, 1676, Roberr Hazard was on a committee to pro-
to be four boats with five or six men in each. At same date, he and
three others were empowered to take the exact account of all inhab-
cure boats for the colony’s defence “for the present,” and there were
itants on the island—English, Negroes and Indians, and make a list
of the same; also to take account how all persons were provided with
corn, guns, powder, shot and lead. A barrel of powder was put in
charge of himself and three others, and two great guns in the yard
of late deccased William Brenton were to be pressed for country’s
service, carried to Portsmouth. and placed one in the ferry neck and
one near the house of John Borden. They were to cause said guns
to be set on carriages and fitted for service.

On April 11, 1676, he and others were appointed as commis-
sioners to take care and order the several watches and wards on this
island ; and appoint the places. In 1680, he was taxed one pound and
five shilling. On January 6, 1686, he signed in full consent a deed
given by his nephew Edward Wilcox of Westerly to Isaac Lawton of
Pertsmouth of sixty acres of land. buildings. ctc.. in Portsmouth.
On Seprember 6, 1687. he was taxed in Kings Town, cleven shillings
and seven pence.

On January 14, 1693, he deeded son Stephen for love, etc.. certain
land at Point Judith Neck. (He called himsclf late of Portsmouth,
now of Kings Town). On May 2, 1698, he deeded son Jeremizh
for love, etc., right in two hundred acres of Iand at Tiverton. On
December 9, 1710, he deeded son Robert for three hundred pounds
land ‘where I now dwell,” one hundred acres with housing, orchard,
ete.  On January 29, 1734, Mary Brownell Hazard had a legacy
from will of her sister, Martha Dyer, of a third of her wearing
apparel.

In 1739, her estate was divided by agreement of her heirs. as
appears by deposition of Stephen Hull. The deponent stated that
some time in January or February he was at the house where Robert
Hazard, son of Robert, now lives; there were several people gathered,
it being after the death of Mary Brownell Hazard, widow, and they
were about dividing her estate. The persons concerned in the division
were Thomas, George and Stephen Hazard, Sarah Watson, and
Stephen Champlin all of South Kings Town; Jersmiah Hazard,
Martha Wilcox and Jeffery Hazard all of North Kings Town; and
Stephen Wilcox of Charlestown. It was debated whether they
should divide the estate without proving the will of said Mary
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Brownell Hazard. Thomas Hazard said he was very frec to do
it either way, and they all agreed the estate should be divided with-
out proving the will. Robert Wilcox deposed that in said will, which
was read, half of said Mary's estate within doors was given Martha
WVilcox, and that the exccutor of the will was Thomas Hazard.
Robert Hazard deposed that he read the will to Martha Wilcox,
widow, daughter of Mary Brownell Hazard. The above depositions
were brought in as evidence in the suit of Martha Wilcox against
Thomas Hazard for concealing the will, and the Court of Common
Pleas having decided against her she appealed the case to the Supreme
Court.

Sarah Brownell. daughter of Thomas and Ann Brownell. died
September 6, 1676; married June 1, 1658, Gideon Frecborn, son of
William and Mary Freeborn, died February 28. 1720, and had six
children. Mary, born February 12, 1664: died October 25. 1676.
SaRAH, born January 14, 1667: died July 10. 1739: married Joseph
Wanton. Axw, born March 28, 1669: died 1729: married
Thomas Durfee. MARTHA. born August 8. 1671: died November
15, 1748: married Thomas Cornell. Susaxxa, born March 24,
16747 died January 21, 1723. PaTIENCE, born March 4. 1676;
died April 27. 1757: married William Anthony.

Her husband became a deputy in 1675-90-1703-4-13. and an
Overscer of the Poor in 1687. On March 5. 1690, he bought of
James Sweet and Jane, his wife, of Prudence Island, for twelve
pounds, a quarter of twenty acres of land in Portsmouth. given by
June's arandfather. "William Frecborn, to the mother deceased of
Jane.  On September 27. 1697. he deeded to his son-in-law, (ie.
stepson), George Lawton of Portsmouth. a quarter share in Mis-
cuanicut, for love, etc.  In May, 1708, he and his wife Mary (sec-
«nd wife) deeded to daughter Mercy Coggeshall, wife of Thomas of
Newporr, and her child or children, a half share in East Greenwich.
U August 1. 1709, he and his wife Mary deeded to daughter Mary
Broyton, wife of Thomas of Portsmouth, a half share in East Green-
. for love, etc.. the whole of said tract being one hundred and
eizhty acres.  On July 26, 1712, he deeded kinsman William Man-
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chester, son of Thomas of Portsmouth. for love, etc., ten acres of land
in Potonomut.

Her husband’s will dated January 27, 1715, was proven March
14. 1720; the exccutor was his son Gideon, the overseers his sons-in-
law, Joseph Wanton, and Thomas Comell. He willed *“to son
Gideon all homestead farm for life. and at death half to male heir
and other half to rest of son's children. (at disposal of said son
Gideon) and whoever enjoys farm at death of Gideon shall pay their
mother twenty pounds a year while widow. If son Gideon dic
without male issue, then next male heir to have and to pay each
female issue of son Gideon fifty pounds: and to grand-daughter Sarah,
daughter of William deceased. fifty pounds: to wife Mary, fifteen
pounds vearly while widow, use of great lewer room in my new
house and lodging room adjoining, firewood. fruit of orchard. use
of riding horse, feather bed. etc., and to her a good bed at her dis-
posal,—if she marries only ten pounds a vear: to grandson Gideon
Wanton. onc hundred and twenty acres of land in Tiverton: to
daughters. Sarah Wanton. "‘Ann Durfee, Martha Cornell. Susanna
Freeborn and Patience Anthony. fivé hundred acres of land in Penn-
svlvania equally; to daughter Comfort Freeborn, one hundred acres
of land in Freehold, East New Jersey: to grandson, John Frecborn
and his children, farm in Coweset, Warwick. of two hundred acres
and negro boy Samson, when grandson is of age; to grandson, Gideon
Durfee, one hundred acres of land in Coweset: to daughters, Mary
Broyton, Mercy Cogpeshall and Comfort Frecborn, each three acres
of land in Coweset. etc.: to grand-daughters, Elizabeth Borden.
Sarah Wanton, Mary Wanton. Ann, Sarah, Patience, Mary, Mar-
tha, Susanna and Elizabeth Durfee, Susanna and Sarah Cornell, Abi-
cail and Susanna Anthony. Mary and Hannah Broyton, Elizabeth
and Comfort Coggeshall, each forty shillings at eighteen: ro grand-
daughter, Sarah Frecborn, one hundred acres of land in Coweset: to
crandsons, William, George and Gideon Cornell, each fifty acres of
land in Coweset: to grandsons Gideon and David Anthony cach
fifty acres of land in Tiverton, and to grandson William
Anthony, forty-five acres of land in Tiverton: to grand-
sms  Thomas and Job Durfee. cach fifty acres of land
in  Coweset: to grandson Edward Wanton, twenty-five
acres of land in Tiverton: to grandsons Gideon and Thomas
reeborn, each fifty acres of land in Tiverton: to grandson William
Freeborn. land in Portsmouth at decease of said William's father,
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and if he dies before his father, then to brother Thomas; to grand-
daughter Susanna Freeborn, fifty acres of land in Coweser; to wife's
two grand-daughters, the daughters of Georze Lawton, cach twenty
shillings at age: to wife’s grandson, John Lawton, forty shillings:
to my daughter Susanna Freeborn, nwenty-five pounds; to daughter
Ann Durfee, twenty-five pounds; son Gideon to care for negro
woman Betry for life; to son Gideon, negro man Eben; to grandson
Thomas Freeborn, one hundred acres of land in Coweset; to daugh-
ter Susanna Freeborn, twenty shillings a year while unmarried, paid
her by son Gideon: to daughter Paticnce Anthony, ten pounds: to
daughters Sarah Wanton and Martha Comell, each ten pounds: to
wife Mary, two cows and keep of same by son Gideon, who is to
maintain his mother while widow; to Quakers, ten cords of wood
delivered at meeting house, a cord each year for ten years; to grand-
son Gideon Freeborn, silver spoon and silver cup: to grandson Wil-
liam Freeborn, silver spoon: to son-in-law Joseph Wanton, land in
Tiverton; to son Gidcon, rest of real cstate, two cows, a pair of
oxen, black mare, fifty sheep, two swine, husbandry gear, bed, silver
tankard. etc.; to daughters Susanna Freeborn, Comfort Frecborn and
Mercy Coggeshall, each a share of personal; to son Gideon and
daughters Sarah Wanton, Ann Durfee, Martha Cornell, Patience
Anthony and Mary Broyton, rest of movables.

The inventory amounted to six hundred and seventy-six pounds,
twelve shillings and two pence, viz: wearing apparel. bible, and
spectacles, twenty-five pounds and one shilling: gun, silver money,
thirty-five pounds. four shillings and four pence: plate, eleven
pounds, twelve shillings and eight pence: warming pan, feather bed.
pewter, cider, two pounds and fourteen shillings; pair of oxen, cight
cows, five yearlings, a bull, four horses, sheep. lambs, seventy-eight
pounds: swine, two pounds and five shillings; three negroes (man,
woman and boy). one hundred and two pounds, eic.

Martha Brownell, daughter of Thomas and Ann Brownell, born
May, 1643: died February 15, 1744; married Jeremiah Wait, son
of Thomas Wait, died 1677. She married second Charles Dyer, son
of William and Mary Dyer, born 1650; died May 15.

ARTICLE BY MRs. Marcia BrowXELL Breapy.

In 1672, the Plymouth Colony obtained from the General Court
of Plymouth a grant of that tract of land called by the Indians *Sog-
konate” or the “Haunt of the Wild Goose.” lyving on the cast side
of Narragansett Bay and adjoining the ocean. This land was bought
of Awashonks, the squaw sachem of the Sogkonate Indians, the latter
remaining in the country. Colonel Benjamin Church was the first
Englishman to build on this peninsula in 1674. The breaking out
of Phillips’ war, however, interrupted the settlement, and attention
was given to defence until the ending of the war in 1676. Settlers
then poured in, not only from Massachusetts, but from Rhode Island.
which had been rapidly filling up for forty vears.

In 1682, Little Compton became an organized township, the
records of whose meetings are still preserved. The preponderance
of Massachusetts settlers brought into existence a Congregational
Church, and the proprictors granted one thirty-secondth of the town-
ship to the exclusive use of the ministry, but Rhode Island influence
was shown by the vote that a minister be called “provided that he
be content with voluntary offcrings and the product of his land.
without a rate or tax upon the people,” thus comparatively separating
Church from State.

The soil was fertile, the location beautiful. and Little Compton
was known as the land of stone walls built by Indians, and with
windmills on every eminence.

Among those attracted to Little Compton, was Thomas Brownell
of Portsmouth, third son of Thomas Brownell the immigrant. His
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wife, Mary Pearce, was the daughter of Richard Pearce of Ports-
mouth. who belonged to the rwentieth generation of the Percy family
of Northumberland England.

Thomas Brownell held no public office. but he gathered the largest
fortune, one thousand pounds in bonds. of any of the sons of Thomas
Brownell the immigrant. ‘Whether he made it by buying and selling
land, or by means of his well stocked farm, is not known. Following
the English law of primogeniture, his cldest son received the chief
inheritance of land. An Englishman’s weapon was the sword, found
among his effects, while the chest of shoemaker's tools, suggest the
means of earning a livelihood. supplied him in his youth. His two
negro slaves were willed to his wife, with forty pounds per year. a
home, etc.

It is stated that the Percy family of Northumberland, England.
mentioned by Mrs. Bready, were originally of French stock from
Percie a small place in France. Recently the statement has been
made in print that “Richard Pearce was the son of Jeremiah the
vounger brother of Captain William Pearce or Pierce.” It scems
very probable that this is true, for Mary, his daughter, gave the name
to her son and it was handed down for several generations and was
perpetuated even in Nova Scotin,

The parentage of his wife, Susannah Wells, is not given, but
she was probably a lineal descendant of Thomas Wells the immi-
urant, who came to America in 1635, it is said from the Essex
branch of the de Welles family of Lincolnshire, England, who were
barons of the realm. His will was dated July 3. 1666 and
it is known that at the time of his death he had rela-
tives in Colchester. County of Essex, England. In the parish
register there is the following entry: Thomas Wells, son of
Thomas Wells, the 11th of December, 1605, which is prob-
ably the baptismal record of the above Thomas. Edward Brownell
was called “Captain,” no doubt of the militia, but very little has
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been learned of him during his residence in Connecticut. He re-
moved to Williston, V., as exrly as the winter of 1800, as the fol-
lowing from the town clerk’s records shows: “February 26, 1800,
Jonathan Crosby deeded to Edward Brownell of Canaan, Litchfield
County, Conn., one hundred and three acres of land in Williston,
for the sum of two hundred and fifty dollars,” and on May 16, 1801.
“Edward Brownell, deeded to his son Samuel Aaron Brownell ona-
half of the same one hundred and three acres of land. The con-
sideration in this deed being one hundred and nine dollars ard fifty-
three cents,” and the residence of both given as Canaan, Conn.

cure, Province of New Brunswick, where he died at the age of
eighty-six vears, according to the testimony of his grandson. Jeremiah
Brownell, now living. (Sabine, in his history of the Loyalists gives
the record: “Went to West Moreland, N. S., and died there in
1835, aged thirty-eight.” This was undoubtedly an error, possibly
cighty-eicht was intended, and was the approximate age given to
the historian). There is a tradition in the family that “his brother
Joshua went to Nova Scotia with him and settled atr St. John, N.
B.. but the birth of all the children of Aaron and Alice are clearly
stated in the vital records of Little Compton, R. 1., and there is no
Joshua among them. He may have been a cousin or nephew. It is
certain that a Joshua Brownell did go to Nova Scotia about 1783.
as Sabine gives the record with Jereminh’s. He was one of the
grantees of Parrtown, a portion of St. John, New Brunswick, so
called in honor of John Parr, then Governor of Nova Scotia, who
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was appointed July, 1783, “Agent for the Loyalist of New York,”
at the time when more than seven thousand refuges arrived there.
They petiticned the Governor to grant them lands for settlement,
which at a later date was arranged for. Joshua probably died at
St. John and the relatives “never heard of any descendants living
there.”

His wife’s maternal grandparents were Deacon Nathaniel and
Elizabeth Parmelee Baldwin, and her paternal grandfather, Na-
thaniel Stanley, moved in 1742 from Farmington to Goshen, Conn.,
where he followed the business.of a tanner, and became a large
landholder, at one time owning seven hundred and nwenty-cight and
onc-half acres. He is described as “a prosperous and useful inhabi-
tant until old age: and was above mediocrity in intellectual ability
and wrote much more than most men of his time.” His father, John
Stanley, was an early scttler of Waterbury, Conn., and “was the
tirst Recorder of the town and wrote a very legible and business-like
hind.” He was Lieutenant of the militia and a Representative to
the General Court.

His wife, Elizabeth Stanley Brownell, according to her descend-
ants was “a woman of fine character who lived to the age of cighty-
tive years, although she became blind.” The date of his death is not
given and owing to his removals from state to state a full record of
children could not be obtained.

He spent his youth in Little Compron, R. 1., and was very fond
of hunting. Later he moved 10 Hoosick, N. Y., and conducted a
tavern. This tavern was located opposite the Old Dutch Church
and burying ground, the accredited spooks of the latter being ob-
jects of wonder and terror to the children of the family. It is stared
that there was a swinging partition in this tavern, which opened
upward and fastened to the ceiling, thus enlarging the tobms tor
public gatherings. He was a Mason and their meeting was held ia
his tavern. After conducting this tavern for many years. he sold
out and moved upon a farm at Sandgate, Vt., where lived the bal-
ance of his life. In early life, he dressed in the fashion of the times,
with silk stockings and knee buckles and wore a long black que which
was kept in his desk for many vears after the fashion had passed away.
In later life, he became a strong and arden* XZcmodist, and the min-
isters of that denomination always found with him a hearty welcome,
and often held meeting in his house. His two oldest grandsons were
names “John Fletcher” and “John Wesley,” and in his will he made
provision that each of his seven children should be provided with a
set of Dr. Adam Clark’s Commentaries, which was carried out. One
sct is now in the library of his granddaughter, Mrs. Frances A.

Y., and while a young man he used to build flaxmills in the summer
and would work in them winters. In the summer of 1831, he with
one of his wife's uncles, came from Pittstown, N. Y., to Ellery, N. Y.,
with a horse and wagon, returning the same way, looking for a farm
to locate upon. James McCoul had offered his farm previously, for
eighteen dollars an acre, but would not say what he would take now.
He found one he could buy, located betwzen Bemus Point, N. Y..
and Ellery Center, N. Y., for nine dollars an acre. Before leaving
Pittstown, N. Y., he had made up his inind not to buy a farm until
he had returned home.

After returning to Pittstown, N. Y., hz made up his mind to
buy the farm for nine dollars an acre, and wrote his father-in-law,
Joseph Brownell, to buy it for him. Before sealing the letter, he
again thought he would like the McCoul farm, and instructed his
father-in-law to buy it if he could get it for eighteen dollars an acre.
Joseph Brownell saw McCoul, making a contract for his farm at
cighteen dollars an acre, paying one hundred dollars to bind the bar-
gain, McCoul saying, “that was the easiest hundred dollars he ever
received, as David Brownell would never come after the farm.” He
was to be disappointed, for David Brownell with his family started
again that fall for Ellery, N. Y., going as far as Buffalo, N. Y., on
the Erie canal. McCoul was digging potatoes when Brownell came
in sight. Throwing down his hoe, he said, “The farm’s gone.”

In 1851 he moved on the farm joining him on the south, and
while living there he built a new house on the farm he had vacated,
moving into it in 1857, living there until his death. Although of
a strong Christian character, he never identified himself with any
church. Hz never sought political preferment. He was once nomin-
ated for a town office and lost the election by one vote. Jedediah
Vorce, an Ellery pioneer and intimate friend, rode with him to elec-
tion, and wanting to vote for a man on the opposition ticket, voted
it straight, thus causing his defeat. He was a man of very strong
mind.

‘The following taken from Eliott G. Stork’s History of Cayuga
County, N. Y., gives the early movements of Pardon Brownell and
his sons Perez. Thurston, Jonathan and Gilbert: “In 1790, Gil-
bert, Jonathan, Thurston and Perez Brownell came from Little
Compton, R. I., and commenced work, on the Indian Reservation,
north of Aurora. They were disposed by the sheriff and built a
cabin near R. M. Anwvater’s residence in Ledyard, one and one-half
miles north of the south line. In the spring of 1791, Perez brought
his family; Jonathan brought his in 1792. Their father, Pardon
Brownell, bought lot 23 in Genoa and gave Gilbert two hundred
acres on the east side, Thurston two hundred acres on the west side.
and Perez two hundred acres in the middle. Perez moved on his
in the spring of 1793. His home was west of J. G. Burgess’ stone
quarry. Gilbert came and boarded with him. Mrs. Brownell's
sister was a member of the family. November 4, 1793. Gilbert and
Amy were married. The marriage certificate is in the possession of
their daughter, Mrs. Clarissa Chadwick and reads: This certifies
that Gilbert Brownell and Amy Grinnell were joined in marriage
November 4, 1793. by Aaron Kinne, minister of the gospel and mis-
sionary in the western settlement.

The incidents connected with this event are somewhat romantic.
It seems a contract was made between them. but unfortunately there
was neither civil offcer or scttled minister whe could make them one.
It was agreed that when the missionary came they would be mar-
ried.

He entered the United States Navy in 1809, and was appointed
lteutenant in 1813. In 1819, while cruising, he settled the ques-
tion of the location of the first occupation of Liberia. In 1821-24.
in command of the schooner Shark, he captured several pirates near
the West India Islands. In 1833, after a three years’ cruise in the
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Mediterranean, he became the superintendent of a school for gun
practice in the Brooklyn Navy Yard, and superintended the applica-
tion of steam to war vessels. In 1837. he was made captain and in
1838 went abroad to,visit the dock-yards, and inspect the danger
signals on the coast. In 1839-41, he was commandant at the Brook~
lyn Navy Yard, afterwards of the African Squadron and the Gulf
Squadron, and gallantly co-operated with the land forces at the bat-
tle of Vera Cruz. In 1852-54. he went on an expedition to Japan.
He was one of the first public men in-this country who looked for
the peaceful opening of Japan, and long before he was appointed to
command the fleet, March, 1852, he hnd carefully studied the land,
the people, and the problem from every side. He arrived off Uraga
in the bay of Yedde, July 7. 1853, and after leaving letters for the
Tycoon, sailed away July 17, and returned in February, 1854. On
March 8, the formal articles of convention between the United States
and Japan were exchanged at Yokohoma, on the spot now occupied
by the Union Christian Church. His one mistake was in not treat~
ing with the true sovereign, the Mikado, from Osaka, instead of with
his lieutenant, the Tycoon.

Commodore Perry was a cultivated ~chclar and the “Narrative
of the Expedition of an American Squadron to the China Seas and
Japan.” though nominally edited by Dr. Francis L. Hawks, is, in
the main, an exact reprint of Perry’s diary and autograph narrative.
He died in New York City, and a superb bronze statue of him, with
four bas-reliefs in bronze illustrating scenes in his public life, by J.
Q. A. Ward, stands in Truro Park, Newport, R. L. erccted by his
son-in-law, August Belmont, of New York.
