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ANCESTRY OF ETHIEL CUSHMAN 

1. ROBERT CUSHMAN,.the Pilgrim, was baptized at Rolvenden., 
County Kent, England1 ·February 9, 1577/8. His pare:p.ts 
were Thomas Couchman of }l.olvenden., husbandmen and Elinor 
Hubbard., who were marriea.~.:-at Rolvenden July 18, 1568 • 

. 
He married first in the parish of St. Alph&ge, Canterbury, 
July 31, 1606, Sa.:ra Reder, "who dwelt w1th1n·the prf)cincts 
or the Cathedral." She died at Leyden, Holland, October 
11, 1616, and he married second at Leyden June 5, 1617, 
Mary (Clark) Singleton,. ·widow ·of Thomas •singleton. : 

In 1605 he became a freeman of Canterbury, the l'ecord of . 
his admission desc:ribing him as Robert Couchman "grpsser. 11 

In t~e record of his second marriage at Leyden he 1~ re-
ferred·to as woolcomber. · 

In the great strufgle for religious freedom, a group of 
"Separatists" or_ Dissenters." residing 1n the north: of 
England fled to Holland in 1609 to escape the prevailing 
pe~secutions of the Church and the Crown. Robert Cushman 
of Kent was among those who removed to Holland. After a 
few years residence in the Dutch city of Leyden, these Pil­
grims realized-that in course of time they would become 
merged with the Dutoh and e.s a consequence their identity 
would thus become lost. They determined to establish a 
colony in the New World and delegated Robert Cushman and 
John Carver to ~eturn to England to negotiate with the 
Merchant Adventurers in London to settle in the cQlony 
which they were planting 1n Virginia. As· principal agent 
of the Pilgrims, Robe~t Cushman made several trips to Eng­
land and after long and difficult negotiation a pa.tent was 
obtained. Permission was also obtained f~om King James to 
enjoy liberty of conscience in the New Wottld. · 

Afte?- surmounting many discouragements, a company or Pil­
grims numbering 102 persons set sail in the Mayflower from 
Plymouth, Engl·and, for the unknown wilderness. Aftsr a. long 
and ardu-ous voyage they -landed at Plymouth in New England 
in November.., .. 162q. Organization or the venture that was to 
play so vital a role 1n the founding of a Nation was accom­
plished largely by the.business sagacity and perseve~ance of 
Robert Cushman as business agent of ·the Pilgrims. Destiny, 
however, did not place him among the immortal paspengers 
aboard the Mayflowe~, the vessel that was destined to become 
so famous. 

Nevertheless., he did come to the Plymouth Colony the follow­
ing year ~aboard the Fortune, accompanied by his fourteen-year 
old son· Thomas. He soon returned to London to :report to' the 
Merchant Adventurers regarding the· state of' af'fai~s 1n the 
Colony. Expecting to return to Plymouth for peritta.nent set­
tlement, he left his son 1ri care or the ra.mily of Gove~nor 
Bradford. Business 1nte~ests of the Colony detained him in 
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-London for some time· and while making preparations to 
return 1n a ship about ·to sail for Plymouth he died in 
January or Febtuary-1625, 

While at Plymouth, although not a minister, he delivered 
a discou:rse in the form of a sermon on "The Sin and Danger· 
of Self Love.n This sermon has beconte quite_ noted fo~ its 
ability and the fa.et. that- it was the r1r·st sermon delivered 
1n New England to be printed in London •. 

Regarding antecedents of Robert Cushman, an interesting 
allticle is printed in the New England·Histori.ca.l and Gen­
ealogical Registez-., Apr1·1 1914, volume _68, V,age 184, under 
~1 tle of "Genealogical Research in England • ' 

2. THOMAS CUSHMAN, son of Robert, bapt1zed in_ the parish of 
St. Andrew, Canterbury, England~ February 8, 1607/8; died 
at Kingston, nea~ Plymouth, Massachusetts, December 116 

1691·. Jlal'ried at Plymouth, Massachusetts, probably a.bout 
1636, Mary Allerton, born at Leyden, Holland.,. June 1616; 
died at Pl:ymouth, Massachusetts, November 28, 1699; daugh­
ter of Isaac and: Mary (Norris) Alle~ton. 

Thomas Cushman eame to __ Plymouth with his rather 1n the 
Fortune 1n 1621 ~ Upon his rather-' s retu.I'n to London he 
was left 1n ca~e of the family of Governor Bradford. He 
was of considerable influence in the Colony ~<I. held the 
office of ruling elder in the Plymouth Churc-h for over 
forty-two years. He is usually referzaed to as Elder 
Thomas Cushman. 

Mary Allerton, wife of Thomas CUshman, came to Plymouth in 
the Mayflower with he~ parents when she was about £our years 
or age. She lived'to be eighty-three yea.rs of age·and was 
the last survivor of the famous Mayflower passenge~so It 
is through descent from her father, Isaac Allerton, that 
all descendants of Thomas Cushman are eligip_le to member­
ship in The Society of Mayflower Descendants. 

3. ELEAZER CUSHMAN, son of Thomas, born Kingston, Mas.sachu­
setts, February 20, 1656/7. Marr1ed'at Plymouth, Massa­
chusetts., January 12, 1687/8, Elizabeth.Coombs., born Bos­
ton, Massachusetts, November :;o,· 1662.; died. 1710+ G.aughter 
of John and Elizabeth(---.;.,,---) (Barlow} Coombs. The latter 
wa~ widow of Thomas Barlow or Boston • .. 

4. JOHiir' CUSHMAN, son or E1el!~er, born Plymouth, Massachusetts, 
-August 13., 1690. Mar~ied at Plymouth, Massachusetts~ Janu-. 
ary 19, 1715., Joanna P:raatt, born Plymouth, Massachusetts., 
October 26, 1690; daughter of John and Margaret(-------) 
Pratt. 
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5. CHARLES CUSHMAN, son of John, born Pl,mpton, Masse.chu-_ 
setts, circa 1720; died Rutland, Vermont, Septemb.er 1, 
1791. Married at Bridgewater, Massachusetts., December 
10, 1739, Mary Harvey; died Georgia$ Vexamont, January, 
1810. Mary Ha:r.vey probably was gl'anddaughter of Thomas. 
and Elizabeth (Willis) Harvey of· Bridgewater, Massachu­
setts.

After their marriage ChaI'les and his wire settled at 
Not'Wich1 Connecticut,· whe·re they- brcught up their family 
and wher-e he worked in iron and cal'ried on a forge. Su~­
sequently he removed to Milford, Massachusetts, but re­
mained there only one year. About 1764 he joined the m1-
g~at1on that was taking place northward through the Con­
necticut River valley and settled at Bennington, a town 1n 
southwestern Vermont. Char-les and his wire removed to Rut­
land and were living in the family of theiI' deceased son, 
Lieutenant Isaac Cushman~ as early as 1784. They probably 
came to Rutland before the death of their son, who.died in 
the Revolutiona~y Army the year previously. 

6. ISAAC CUSHMAN~ son of Charles, bo~n, probably·at Norwich, 
Copnect1cut, June 5, -1745; died Rutland, Vermont, May 26., 
178:;. Married (place and date unknown) Lois ------- •· 
Although proof ha.snot. been found, circumstantial etridence 
suggests that her maiden name may have· been Lois Dillis. 

Lieutenant Isaac Cushman served in the Revolutionary War~ 
~esponding-to ala:rms during the years 1778-79-80-81. He 
was lieutenant in Captain John Smith's company, Colonel 
Seth Warren's 15th Vermont Militia, the famous regiment 
lmown as the Green Mountain Boys. As .ensign., he was 1n 
command of a company of militia belonging to Rutland on 
an expedition ·to Ticonderoga in March., 1180, at time of 
the invasion of Skeensborough Fo~t. Later in the year 
a.n expedition to Fort Vengeance was under his command. 

7wu ETHIEL CUSHMAN., son of Isaac, born Rutl.and1 Vermont, 
kl'~h- 10, _1771J died Pulaski, Michigan., February 27., 1852. 
Married., probably at Rutland1- .Vel'mont., ·March 31; 1791, Anna 
Fenton, born, probably at Greenwich., Massachuiietts April 
12, 1772; died Pulask+, Michigan, September 17, 1848; daugh­
ter of Lieutenant Joseph and Sarah (Steele) Fenton. 

The foregoing pedigree of Ethiel Cushman was compiled chiefly· 
from the Cushman Genealogy by Helll'y Wyles Cushman, published 
1n 1855. The_meager 1nfornia.t1on therein ~elati~e to_· Ethiel 
Cushman_ (page :,4:;) he.s been greatly aupented by ·research 1n 
public libraries, assembly of family records and gleanings 
from old family letters. 

Some errors appear in the 1855 genealogy. One error in par­
ticular is in the spelling or Ethiel's name. By examination 
of his known autograph.it 1s apparent that he spelled his name 
Ethiel, not Ethel~ as spelled in the Cushman Genealogy. 

* * * * * * * 
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Ethiel Cusllwm was a la.d at the age of :five years when ,the 
Decla.ratio-n of ·rndependence was signed. During the 
Revolutionary War his ta.therj Isaac Cushman, responded 
to alarms from time to time and was lieutenant of a com­
pany of Vermont militia belonging to Rutland. Lieutenant 
Isaac Cushman died in the Army May 26, 1783. At that time 
Ethiel was not quite twelve yea.:r-s of age. 

Isaac Cushman came to Rutland., Vermont,_ 'about 1770 and 
settled on a farm three-fourths of a m11e from the village 
of Rutland. Ethiel Cushman,, his only son in a family of 
five child?'en., was bol'n on the farm March 16., 1771. At his 
father's death Ethiel inherited the farm and in 1791 mar~ 
l'ied ... Anna. Fenton, who had. come to· Rutland from Massachu-se,tts 
with her mother after her father's death. 

Anna Fenton' s rather, Lieutenant Joseph Fenton, was a.lso a 
Revolutionary War soldier. He enlisted as private in the 
Revolutionary Al-my from Greenwich, Massachusetts, May 11 
1776, arid was promoted to lieutenant in 1788. He was re­
ported killed March 29, 1780. Anna I s great-grandparents, 
William and Ann Fenton, came from Ard.straw, county Tyrone, 
Ireland, before 1720 and s_ettled in the Irish Presbyterian 
colony at Rutland, ~assachusetts. 

Tha farm near the village of Rutland, Vermont, was the 
residence of the Cushman family for sixty years. It wa.s 
home to five generations, as Charles Cushman, Lieutenant 
Isaac's father., came to live on the farm for· the la.s-t few 
years of his life. Twenty-one children we~e born on the 
farm, to wit: tour or ~ieutenant Isaac1 s five child~en, 
Ethiel ts ten children and seven of Joseph 1 s ten children. 

In 1813 Ethiel's eldest daughter, Barah Steele, married 
Henry Goss Walker of Middlebury, New York. They first set­
tled at Middlebury, Vermont, but in 1817 removed to Middle­
bury, Wyoming County, New York. Middlebury, New York, be­
came the village of Wyoming about 1821. 

In June., 1817., Joseph Fenton,, Ethiel's only son to marry.,. 
married Rebecca Green of Ashburnham,Ma.ssaahusetts, a school­
teacQer. Joseph brought his bride home to the farm at Rut-
land. . 

In December., 1817, Eth1el 1 s second daughter, Lois,. mar-ried 
Job Shernian Junior or Lanesbo:ro, Massachu·setts. In 1818 
they also settled at Middlebu:ry, New York, which later be­
es.me Wyoniing. · 

In 1821 Ethiel's third daughter, Jennette, married Gerard 
Fitch and as early as 1826 they, too, we:re living at 
Wyoming. 
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Isaac Cushman,_ Eth1el's eldest son, likewise went to Wyoming 
County, New York, btit died tinmarried at Wright's Corners, a 
village north of Wyoming, in 1826, at age thirty. · 

. 
Ethiel's five younger children died in childhood while the· 
family was still living on the farm near Rutland. 

In the spring of 1831 Ethiel and his son Joseph left the 
Vermont farm and with their families followed the families 
of Eth1el 1 s married daughters to Wyoming County, New York, 
where they settled on a farm in Covington Township, Wyoming 
County, near the village of Wyoming.. With their household 
goods doubtless loaded in covered wagons and accompanied by 
their wives and Joseph's five surviving children, the eldest 
of whem was a boy ten years of age and the youngest a baby 
two o~ three months old, they made the t~ip overland from 
central Vermont to western New York, a journey of over two 
hundred miles. Ethiel and his wife and the families of their 
foul' married children now were a.11 living in Wyoming County, 
New Yor-k. 

In 1842 Ethiel and Joseph exchanged their f&rm ror property 
1n the village of Wyoming and another farm on the stage road 
to Batavia. They occupied the property: in the village fora 
about two years, when they again sold their possessions and 
in the spring of 1844 migrated to Jackson County, Michigan, 
where they settled on a farm of 160 acres in Pulaski Town-. 
ship, about two miles south of the village of Concord. The 
farm borders the south shore of a small lake still lmown as 
Cushman Lake. 

Joseph's twenty-two year old son Isaac, accompanied by his 
thirteen year old brother Charles, had_preceded them to 
Michigan and purchased the farm. Years later it was recorded 
in a letter written to this writer by Chal'les that: "they 
made this removal by tea.m overland in 1844, arriving at Con­
cord on the 16th day of March." Imagine the fortitude of 
these hardy pioneers undertakit1g such a hazardous journey so 
early in the spring, with such old persons and young children 
in the party. Ethiel then was about seventy-three years of 
age, his wife about seventy-two and Joseph's youngest child 
about four. 

As the early arrivals along the eastern eoast explored the 
wilderness to the west and discovered lands more fertile 
than those along the rugged seaboard, a migration inl~nd 
set 1~, which continued through many decades. One stream 
of this migration, comprising settlers from eastern,Massa­
chusetts, Connecticut and Rhode Island, converged in the 
Connecticut River valley and flowed north into Vermont, then 
to westexan New York and on to the states westward., eaoh wave 
or sturdy pioneers penetrating farther into th_e wilderness. 
Successive generations of the Cushman family .followed this 
course of migration from Plymouth Rock in Massachusetts to 
Vermont, to western New York and on to southez,n Michigan, 
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Commencing early in the 1820's and continuing for about ~ee 
·decades there was an-influx of settlers into southern Michi­
gan. These pioneers were mostly farmers and,..-·more than half 
-of them came from ·western New York. The Joseph Fenton Cushman 
brancl1 and the F~ tch branch of the Cushman family joined this 
migration to Michigan, settling on nearby farms in Jackson 
County, near the village of Concord. The Walker and Sherman 
branches remained in Wyoming County, New York. The .Sherman 
branch., however, eventually became extinct. 

Fiaom Wyoming County$ New York, and Jackson County, Michigan., 
descendants of Ethiel Cushman have become widely d1~pe~sed. 
One or more families are now res141ng in the following states 
and one branch of the family has taken root in C-ana.da:

When Ethiel's son Joseph married his schoolteacher bride at 
Ashburnham, Massachusetts, he brought her home to his father's 
farm at Rutland. The two families continued to live together 
under one roof until Ethiel's death in 1852, a period or 
thirty-five years. This span of years covered the residence 
of the two families on the Vermont farm, removal to New Yo~k 
and subsequent migration to the fa~m in Michigan~ 

In a letter written in 1897 by Charles Walker Cushman, a 
grand.son of Ethiel and Anna, he commented: 0 It 1s the testi­
mony of the recorder of this bit of history, who lived under 
the same roof with them from the time of his birth to the 
time of their death, that during my life I never have seen 
more devotion and consistent Christian living than was mani­
fest in their lives." 

Tradition has come down in the family_ that Ethiel Cushman 
was a· kindly man, a hard worker and an exceptionally earnest 
student of the Bible. 

His family Bible is now in my possession. On one leaf of the 
Bible in his own handwriting 1s inscribed: 

Ethiel Cushmans Bible 
Bought Feb 1816 
Prise $12 

On pages following he recorded births, deaths and marriages 
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occurring 1n his family and his·son Joseph continued the 
records relating to his f"amily.

One hundred twenty-eight yea.l's have elapsed since he bought 
the Bible. At that- time he was forty-five years of age and 
was living on the fa.rm in Vermont. One may imagine how he 
safeguarded his cherished Bible on the treks from the home­
stead fa?'m in Vermont to western New York and subsequently to 
the farm home in southern Michigan. When ·the Bible comes. 
into possession of my grandson, William Mitchell Cushman, it 
will have been in possession of seven generations, each pos­
se-ssor being the elder sul'vi,ring sono 

Eth1el and Anna were both members of the Ch~istian Church at 
Rutland,_ Vermont. Taking letters from that church, they 
united with the Presbyte~ian Church at Wyoming, New York. 
Then again by letter they united -with the P~esbyterian Church 
at Concord., Michigan. 

Ethiel Cushman died on the fa.rm 1n Pulaski Township, Jackson 
County, Michigan, February 27, 1852~ eighteen days before his 
82nd bi~thday. Anna., his wife, died September 17, 1848, at 
76 years of age. They are buried in the cemetery south of 
Concord. 

Since Ethiel ~esided at Rutland, Vermont,.unt11 he was about 
sixty years of age, the pe~iod covering the active part of 
his life, did not remain long at Wyoming and spent only his 
declining years at Pulaski, he is usually referred to as 
Ethiel Cushman of Rutland$ Ve~mont. 

When naming t·heir children, Ethiel and Anna (Fenton) Cushman 
perpetuated family names on both sides of' the house . .- They. 
named their ten children as follows: 

Isaac, ro~ his paternal grandfather, Lt. Isaac Cushman, 
Sarah Ste·eie, for her maternal grandmother., whose maiden name 

was Sarah Steele. 
Joseph Fenton, for his maternal grandfather, Lt. Joseph Fenton. 
Lois, for her paternal g:randmother, Lois-·----. 
Jennette., for he:r maternal grandmother's mothe:r., whose maiden 

name was Jennet Barr, daughter of Matthew Barr of 
Hardwick, Massachusetts, who came from Balleymoney, 
county Antrim, Ireland. 

Ethiel, for his father. 
Anne., for he~ mother. 
Eliza., (unknown) 
Nancy L. (unknown) 
Frederick H. (unknown) 

It is quite obv1ou$ for whom the first seven or their children 
were named. Na.mes of the last three, p:robably, were names :or 
other grandparents, but whose identity has not been est·ablished. 
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Since they named their first daughter Sarah Steele, the full 
maiden name of Anna's mother, one would expect them to have 
given to their second daughter the full maiden name or 
Ethiel' s mother. They did name the child Lois~ which was

her mother's first name, but did not use her maiden name for 
the child's middle name. This circumstance was unfortunate~ 
as it would have·determined for later generations the maiden 
name of Ethiel's mother. Although not established by records 
or other evidence., consideration of the fact that the·na.me 
Dillis was bestowed upon children in other families among her 
descendants., strongly suggests that maiden name of Ethiel's 
mother was Lois Dillis. 

Their children and children's children continued to perpetuate 
these family names when naming thei~ children. In one family 
the name of Jennette is borne by daughters in five successive 
generations. In the genealogy section may be found 32 descen­
dants bearing the names of Ethiel's children, either as a 
:riret name, a middle name~ or both. The surnames of Cushman 
and Fenton have likewise been perpetuated. . Cushma,n has been 
bestowed upon 22 descendants as a middle name unto the seventh 
generation and seven descendants bear the name of Fenton., 
either as a first name or a m!ddle name. 

Ethiel Cushman.was progenitor or at lea.st 355 descendants. 
Total descendants probably exceeds this number, as all trace 
has been lost or four descendants who may have had children. 
The number of descendants in each generation, so ~ar as has 
been ascettta1ned, 1s indicated in the following tabulation:

'The people of the United States of America are a. peace-loving 
race, but this World War II has produced a generation of 
fighting men---and women. Nearly all of the descendants of 
Ethiel Cushman who are eligible for service are in service. 
At least thirty members of the c~an, including one Wave, as 
well as husbands of ten feminine descendants, are serving1 
or have served, in the Armed Forces of the United States or 
Canada. They are distributed in all branches.of service and 
in all theaters of the war, the world over. I know I speak 
for all of us who are not in the service when I say we are . 
proud of our valiant kinsmen who are figh-ting in defens-e of our 
homes and our way of life. 
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It may be of interest to some among the descendants of 
Ethiel CUs·hman to know that Eth1el Cushman and President 
Roosevelt's mother, S~ah (Delano) Roosevelt., were third 
cousins., by reason of their great-grandfathers having been 
brothers. Ethiel Cushman's children and President Roose­
ve~t, therefore, are fourth cousins. 

Gathering names of the descendants or Ethiel Cushman and 
the vital statistics pertaining to each has required dili­
gent and extensive correspondence with well ove:P one hun­
dred contemporary kinsmen. Considerable biographical ma­
te~ial has been accumulated regarding many descendants, 
but scope o~ the work precludes incorporating so many 
individual biographies. That it has been possible to have 
assembled such -comprehensive records. relating to the nu- _ 
merous progeny of Ethiel Cushman has been due to the tine 
cooperation of the widely scattered members of the.family, 
who. have freely supplied da·ta relating to their respective 
families. Full appreciation 1s hereby aclmowledged. Let 
us hope that posterity will be grateful.

Turn to that number in the left-hand column in 
the genealogy. Heading the group of children is the father, 
or mother, who~e name is preceded by a number in par(J.nthe­
sis ( } • Turn back to this number in the left-hand column 
in the preceding gene~ation. 

When a number in the left-hand column-is p~eceded by the 
character#, it indicates that the individual bearing that 
number has childre~~ The children of that individual may 
be found in the succeeding generation, tabulated under his, 
or her, name, but whose number now is enclosed 1n paren­
thesis. 

Only descendants of.' .-;Etlliel ·eushman a.re indexed •. Husbands 
and wives of descendants ·are not indexed. A married daugh­
ter is indexed by her· married name. Her maiden name ap­
pears in p 0 rentpes1s. If she is married more than once, 
she is indexed under each mar~ied name. Male descendants 
and female· descendants are indexed in separate indexes. 

When it is mentioned 1n the records that a pe~son is living 
at a certain place, or is serving in the Armed Forces, it 
1s to be understood that the statement is based on the 
latest information available in December, 1944.
