THE EASON RECORD,

This genealogicd record was begun in Jamuary 1921
with the tabulation of my paternal grandparents and their descen~
daits, with birth, marriage and death dates axd; iplaces., This
included four generations and expanded into the Fry history thru
grandma Bason,

TThen grandfather Jamre s Madison Eason (always called
"iatt") had to go to the Civil War, grandma Sarah(Fry) Eam n—-—
(2lways cd led "Sally") took her two little girls: Cathrax and
liary Janee and went to live at the home of her brother Washington
Fry, there in Tipton, Mis®uri, At that time she was expecting her
third ciild who becamse my father, but before that she had received
word that her husband had been killed, The following smmer little
Cathran dieds In 1873 grandma married Gearge 7lells and they went to
Brown ® unty, I1linois in a covered wagon.

Although I had a great desire to enlarge the farily
history there was no one living at tha time, that I knew of, who
had ever known the Eason ancestry, Even my aunt Mary Jane Stephens
(always called Jennie) kept té ling me that she knew nothing except
that her father had been killed in the Civil War, Still, while
visiting in California in 1933-—the first time I ever met her, ami
I again insisted upon finding our something about the Easons she
said "All T know is that ma said I was named for two of pals sisters:
liary and Jane who married Toler brothers.®

It surprised me tha I had been denied even thg little
bit of information the years I had been trying. However, with that
little bit of data the material began to take form., In wrking on
the Fry line I had had correspondence with an elderly man in Oklahoma
who had written that he inten@led visiting at Tipton that fall, So I
hastened a letter begging him to send me the ngmes and addresses of
anybody in that part of Missouri named Toler, He did so, and 1 learned
that not only two Eason sisters had married Toler brothers, but three
of them had{ Furthermore, grandfather had a brother Peter and a
sister Margaret who married into the same Zumwalt family, and they
had moved to St, Louis,

: Little by little the "threads" were woven into whole
cloth and the family of ten children of my great grandparents were
properly tabulated.,

In writing to Peter!s son for information his son
Ralph answered, as he, too, was interested in Eason genealogy. Later,
he brought his adorable wife Esther te visit us in Lawrence, Kans,
where we lived, and suggested that he would like to rent a2 hall in
Ste louis to enable me to meet the sixbty or more relatives there if
T would come as the guest of honor,

This party was arranged in September 1935 and it was
a great satisfaction to me to & last be able to meet some of my

father!s people even though I had to wait until I was thirty-six
years ol age,
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Then, having learned thal our great-grandparents had
migrated to lMissouri about 18L0 from Horth Carollna my research
and attention was turned in that direction, A great deal of
Time, effort and money were expended in ITrying to learn who the
emigrant ancestor was to leave some place in Durope and settle
in America, I always presumed that we were Inglish, but as
nearly as I was ever able to PROVE, the Zasons of Uorth Czzeiinas
descended from one /illiam DIason and sons Thomas and John who
settled in Perquimans county, ilorth Carolina about 1719 after having
left Perth, Scotland in 1710 (I don't kmow where they lingered in
T e mean%;me )

According to legal records such as wills, it seems
That the Lasons were prolific, To sort out every one in those
olden times appeared to be much too great a task. There Tere
Times when I wished that I had never even wanted to know., Bub
I must have more perseverance than brains for I kept right on,
as though my 1life depended upon finding every piece of the puzzlel
Had I been free to go back to Horth Capilina to search
the vital records for a few years I might possibly have "stumbled
sn' the connecting link, Having to depend on correspondence has
revealed many facts and a very plausible tneory. The facts I shall
copy herein, Perhaps some day this collection of them may help
some one else to do a better job of this family history than I,
It is entirely believable that all the Eason data belongs together,
I found a record of one Isaish Lason who married theee
times—---the last wife was probably a cousin because hername was
Penelope Hagson, the daughter of Captain John Bason of Topsail,
Inlet, Carteret county, North Carolina, Isaiah and Fenelope were
the mrents of Isaac, Thomas and John, This John was the father of
another Thomas Eason, the artist and great mural painter who signed
his vork Z, TOLASSO, I had very vleasant correspondence with him
over a period of years, He sent me a renroduction of one of his
paintings, lis son Henry is a veteraa of Ylorld Tlars I & II, and
he lives in LlSSlSSlpD,
Also in Yerquimans county, N.C., was a record of one
Horace iason whose wife was Iydia "Tinslow, They had a son named
William Thomas Eason, so it is easy to beliewve that they were of
the same connections,

One William Eason of Perquimans county, H.C., whose
Tife was lLary-———— had a ill probated 1719. *ﬂej were the

Of the preseding family Thomas and "iilliam jr. owned
land in Chowan county, N.C., and Ge rge owned land in Pitt county,
So the family had begun te spfead out, L feel justified in
believing that the Joseph who inherited 6u0 acres from his father
Thomas shows our lineage. The dates work out exactly right,

There was a Jacob Lason, son of Abner, owned land in
Perquimans county, and a Reuben Lason of Tyrell county was a
prominent land owmer, Reuben bought 200 acres from his brother-
in-law Joseph iolliday in 1773 Hartin county was formed scon
after from Halifax erdsByrell counties, and this particiiasr
deed shows that Reuben Eason lived in that section of Tyrell
which became Hartin county. The frequent fransfers of land
between all these Lasons shows that they were closely assoclated
with each other, and I believe Bllrpelas@dbbogaschodikey as well

as to the Lasons in Bertie county, the two courthouses being only
thirteen miles apart, although Bertie began its records in 1722,
| In St, Luke!s Zpiscopal cemetery, Norfolk, Virginia,
is a tombstone of one James Eason vho was born 1729, died 1767,

One Thomas G, Eason married Jane Strather and they
had Twelve children,

Another Munidentified! James K, Polk Eason ¢f Tenn.
was the father of eleven childrer five of tvhom grew to maturity in
Lawrence countyy Ho, They were Thomas, Harl:, Sherman, Mary'~:12bert.
Elbert's daughter Kildred lives in Springfield, Yo, and I feel sure
belongs to our clan bul she woild not cooperate to prove vy ties,

There are dozens of referrences in Hartin, Bertie,
Stokes and other North Carolina counties showing transfer of real
estabte between, to or from Easons genersti ons after generation.
The county of Stokes was formed in 1790, Surry county, which
joins Stokes on the west, formerly involved all the territody
now known as Surry, Stokes, Forsyth and Yadkin counties, Surry
s the "mother” of the other three, Probably 200 or more years
back all of these four counties together with four or five others
made up a territory knowm as Rowan countye. The original county
seat of Surry and Rockford was moved to Dobson after the
establishment of Stokes and other counties, A new courtihouse
wras erected at Dobson at that time, “Then it burned forty years
later gnother iras built, Only a snall number of valuébde old
recorids were lost in the fire.

This NILLS EASON & Bethenia Davis were married Becelh,180L,
Bethenia was the daighter of Jémes3&i llargaret, Bethenials sister
Amna Davis married Joseph Eason jr., a brother of Mills, Another
sister [lender married a lir, Dearing, & still another gdister:
Rebecca Davis married his brother, ancther Mr, Dearing. It is
probably thru one or both of these thait migrated to lilssouri
with Joseph and James Fason. Then there is another possible
connection with this record inasmuch as Mary Davis, another of
Bethenia Lasonts € ster, married a John Salmonds, and they may
have been the ancestors of the MHancy Salmonds who married William
Riley ZFason in 18061,

A close kinship exists between the Tuttle~Iason and the
Davis-fason families, I have lengthy copies of the last wills &
testaments of James Davis and John Tutile tha are very interesting
but I fear that there are not enough of the EASON descendants who
would read then even if included in this record,

Actually, this is the story, in particular; of the
descendants of Joseph and James Eason (brd hers) who migratced to
lissouri, Joseph, be ng the elder son of Lills & Be’ohem.a., will
