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Preface.

In making out this record, my original design was to trace
out the descendants of Abel Fairbanks [37]. After I com-
menced to look this out, I received from Sir Thaddeus Fair-
banks, of St. Johnsbury, a genealogy made out by him some
years ago, tracing our ancestral line back to 1633. 1 am
greatly indebted to Mr. Fairbanks for this record and letters
from him, giving me some valuable information. I have also
received from him a pamphlet entitled ‘¢ Biographical Sketches
of Men of Vermont of the Nineteenth Century,” by the Met-
ropolitan Publishing Company of. Boston, with a fine steel
engraving of Mr. Fairbanks. This historical sketch is well
worth a perusal by every young man in the land. It tells
how persevering he was, the difficulties-he encountered, and the
obstacles he overcame. From the time when the first wooden
hay-scale ' was sold the growth of the business has been rapid,
and to-day its dimensions are enormous.

Among the descendants of Abel Fairbanks I fail to find
any very marked peculiarities. 1 find no musical talent. In
creed they are mostly Congregationalists. The various trades
and occupations are fairly represented, and many of them are
noted for their industrious, persevering habits, and I presume
all are noted for their love of law and good order. In my
travels through the West and Northwest this season, I failed
‘to find any trace of the descendants of Rufus Fairbanks [38].
Rev. H. F. Fairbanks, of Milwaukee, thinks he descended from
Jonas, the son of Jonathan, but is not positive.

Within the two hundred and fifty years from Jonathan’s
time, eleven generations have come upon the stage ; many of
them have stepped off to make room for others. The venera-
ble Sir Thaddeus is the only one of his generation that I know
of, that is living to-day.

I have not made a full record of the Fairbanks family of
St. Johnsbury, as Sir Thaddeus F. and Arthur Fairbanks, his
grand-son, are making out a complete record of their branch.

He moved from
‘Cornish to Homer, N.Y. in the winter of 1816, settled on a
farm heavily timbered; by perseverance and industry he
cleared up his farm, and lived many years to enjoy the fruits
of his labor, He was a great reader and kept well informed
of the current events of the day, was liberal in his views and
always had respect for the opinions of others, He was a
crasistent member of the Congregational Church. at Homer
for nearly sixty years. He died Sept. 16, 1877, honored and
respected by all who knew him. Some years before his
death he commenced a paper entitled “ Recollections of the
Last Century.” Although I regret it was never finished,
perhaps 1t may be of some interest to us as it is.

RECOLLECTIONS OF THE LAST CENTURY.

1 have thought it might be interesting to some persons to read an account of
some things that transpired eighty years ago in New England, in the valley of
the Connecticut River. '

I will commence with early school-days, to show the contrast in the advan-
tages that young people have at the present day over those of the last century.
At the time I cominenced going to school, books were very scarce and but few
branches were taught ; those were reading, spelling, writing and arithmetic.
There were no maps nor blackboards and I think there were no slates, but I
remember ciphering on white birch bark, a species of birch very plenty in that
section. They used quill pens and ruled the paper with a lead plummet, and
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made their own ink. I went to school barefoot one or two winters, but did not
have far to go I well remember of a boy going across the Connecticut River on
the ice to school. I heard a man say he had seen him many a cold morning run-
ning across, and would stop occasioually, raise one foot, shake it, then run again
a spell, then catch up the other and shake it. His name was Zebina Curtiss. He
afterwards became General, and one of the most prominent merchants of Wind-
sor, Vermont, ' -

Reading matter was very scarce at that time. There was but one newspaper
printed anywhere in that section; that was Spooner’s Vermont Journal, about
half the size of the Homer Republican, which circulated pretty extensively in the
northern part of Vermont and New Hampshire, carried on horseback. 1 do not
remember that I ever saw a city paper until I was twenty years old or more.

Although scholars were limited in the number of their studies, I am inclined
to think that what they did study they got more perfect than they do at the pres-
ent time, especially spelling and writing. There were no academies in that part
of the country at that time. |

The country where I lived was rather new and quite stony. The inhabitants
mostly got their living by agriculture, and were most of them rather poor, conse-
quently were under the necessity of being industrious and economical in their
mode of living. They had but few of the luxuries of life except what they raised
themselves. The women were good housekeepers. industrious and frugal, carded,
spun and wove most of the cloth that was worn in the family. The girls were
taught to do housework and spin. There were no carding machines then, so the
women had to card their wool and tow themselves with hand cards, and most of
the cloth was made up as it came from the loom. Sometimes part of the yarn
would be colored and wove striped.

Their mode of living was plain and simple; but very little tea or coffee was
used except pea coffee ; for supper, bread and milk or pudding and milk or bean
porridge were invariably eaten. Their houses were small, of but one story, with-
out paint,and poorly lighted, with a big fire place and brick oven to bake the pork
and beans and rye and Indian bread. ,

Farmers kept one horse; very few had more than one. Horses were used for
the saddle. I remember when I was ten to fourteen years old, going to mill many
a time on horseback four or five miles on top of two or three bags of grain. Wo-
men were in the habit of riding horseback in those days. They would ride to
meeting alone or behind their husbands on a pillow. 1 have known them to ride
a hundred miles or more horseback on a visit. Sometimes a man would carry

his wife behind and one or two children in his lap. Wagons were almost unknown
but carts and sleds were used for drawing loads.

Wages were low at that time; men got from eight to twelve dollars per
month and girls got fifty cents per week, and laid up money. Money was reck-
oned in pounds, shillings and pence. That was before our government began to
coin money. I think I remember coppers as they were in use stamped George
III. Congress passed a law regulating the currency in the time of Mr. Jefferson,
I think, but I do not remember the year. Sixteen and two-thirds cents made
a shilling and six shillings a dollar.
