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GENERAL INTRODUCTION. 

Family registers and genealogies have been kept 
from the earliest ages, as may be seen in the Old and 
New Testaments, in I Chron. 1, 2, 3, 4, 6; Matthew 1, · 
and Luke 3. Though some persons have conscien" 
tious scruples in such matters on account of what 
Paul says i.n Titus 3: 9, by a careful consideration 
of the passage it will be seen why the Apostle Paul 
wrote about endless genealogies, as he did (I Tim, 
1: 4). The answer might be that by those endless 
genealogies, it is believed, the Apostle meantgepeal­
ogies that were uncertain, that never could be made 
out, especially such as referred to the Messiah and 
the priesthood. The Jews had carefully. kept their 
genealogical tables in the archives of the temple 
until the birth of Christ, and the evangelists had ap­
pealed to these genealogical tables to show our 
Lord's descent from the house of David, as had been 
prophesied, Matthew taking this genealogy forward 
and Luke backward. But the unbelieving Jews 
would not acknowledge Jesus as the Messiah. 
About this time, as if to add to the confusion of the 
Jews, Providence permitted the wicked King Herod 
to destroy the genealog:ical tables in the archives of 
the temple (see the History of Eusebius, Vol. 1, 
chap. 8). After this the Jews could only refer to 
their ~enealogies from memory and the imperfect 
tables kept in private hands. Now, fo make out 
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from memory and keep up a regular genealogical 
line from David to a Messiah, who was yet to come, 
as the Jews said, was clearly an endless task, which 
would also be likely to give rise to many questiont1. 
Both the Old and New Testaments give genealogical 
tables, which seems to clearly show that they have 
legitimate uses and that there is nothing wrong about 
them, in themselves. The Apostle's reference to 
them seems simply to have been to write to Timothy 
to instruct some of the Ephesians (I Tim. 1: 3,4) that 
they teach no other doctrine, and give no heed in 
their preaching to such things as fables and endless 
genealogies rather than godly edifying, which is 
in faith. 

Many feel a deep interest in knowing the names, 
places of residence and occnpations of their lineal 
descendants and those related by intermarriage. 
Such feelings of respect and friendship are commend­
.able. We are commanded to honor our father 11nd 
mother, and it does not seem to be out of place to go 
a little farther and honor and cherish the memory of 
-0ur forefathers and our friends yet living. Those 
who care not for family ties and family friendship 
often care nothing for themselves. 

The amount of time, labor and expense involved 
in the preparation of a book like this can only be im­
agined by those who have undertaken such a work. 
The mere writing is a small matter; hundreds of let­
ters must and have been written in order to collect 
the material from family records, and much time is 
necessary to arrange the matter correctly. Even 
with the greatest care mistakes can hardly be alto­
gether avoided, on account of the great number of 
dates to be arranged. It often happens that letters 
are not pltiinly written nor well composed, even with 
the best intentions on the part of the writer, and this 
will often make it so difficult to get at the correct 
meaning of such letters that they must be read and 
pondered many times, and even with all this care 
misunderstanciing and mistakes may happen. An 
almost incredible amount of time, labor and care has 
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bcen nece~sary on the part of the author of this 
work in collecting this account of the lineal descend­
nnts and family of Uhristian Gnregi and those related 
to him by marriage, whose names and post office ad­
dresses were given to the writer by parties interested 
in this work. Some families have failed to answer, 
when written to, on account of indifference, others on 
account of conscientious scruples. 

At different times our progenitors left their na­
t i vc homes in Europe, on account of religious pert-e­
cntion, and came to America. They are now widely 
scattered from the east to the west. The wntn 
thought that many of the descendants of Christian 
Gnregi could, by the aid of such a register, learn to a 
certainty about the time when their forefathers came 
to this country. In coming to the English speaking 
country of America the names of many of our Ger­
man families have been changed by mistakes, mis­
understanding, and sometimes pride, some seeming 
to be ashamed of their German ori~in. The name of 
our family was originally spelled Gnregi. Some have 
changed it to Gneagey, we spell it Gnagey, and some 
Knagy, and some Canaga; and Beachey or Bitsclw, 
Beecbe, while others spell it Peachy; and Hochskd­
ler has become changed to Hostetler; and Guenge­
rieh to Gingerich; and Levengood to Livengood; and 
Slabach to Slaubauch or Schlabach; and Mast to 
Maust.

Hi.story of Christian Onregi. 

Christian Gnregi came to America from ~witzer­
land, Europe, in the year 1750 or 1760, but we do 
not know which. He had four sons and six daugh­
ters: Johannes m. Elizabeth Stutzman; Christian m. 
Miss--; Jacob m. Susana Livin~ston; Joseph m. 
Barbara Bare; Magtalena m. Jacob Blough; Mary m. 
Christian Senf; Barbara m. John Swartz; Gertrude 
m. Mr .. Burchfield; Anna m. Mr. Muller; Catarina 
m. Jonas Flory. . . 

In the year 177 4 the said Christian Gnregi took 
up a large tract of land called Elkton, containing 
500¾ acres, more or less, and allowance, two miles 
west of Meyersdale, Broth<'rswallc township (now 
Summit township), Somerset Co., Pa. He lived on 
the farm now owned by Elias A. Yod<'r. 

On April 1 of the year 1805, Christian Gnregisold 
to his son, Christian Gnregi, 114 acres on the north­
east side of the farm, now owned by Joel C. Gnagey. 
The same year Christian Gnregi sold this farm to Sol­
omon Trushel. On the 30th day of March, in the 
year 1815, Solomon Trushel sold the same to Chris­
tian Gnagey, son of Johannes Gnregi; and on the 8th 
day of May, 1861, Christian Gnagey sold it to his 
son, ,Toel C. Gnagey, in Somerset county, Pa. 

On the 1st day of May, in the year 1805, the orig­
inal Christian Gnregi sold to his son, Johannes 
Gmegi, 160¾ acres on the i;;outh-west side of the farm, 
where Elias and Jacob Gnagey now live. Johannes 
Gnregi sold this farm to his son, Jacob Gnagey, on 
the 30th day of April, in the year 1833. On April 
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1, 1860, Jacob Gnagey sold the same to hi1:1 rnn Elias 
Gnagey, who lives there at the present time, 2½ 
miles from Meyersdale, Somerset Co., Pa. On t be 
1st day of April, in the year 1884, Elias Gnagey sold 
158¾ acres, more or less, and allowance, to his son, 
Jacob E. Gnagey, there being- 2 acres sold off of the 
west end of the farm. This farm has been called the 
Gnagey farm since it was taken np by the original 
Christian Gmegi, and is now, in the fifth generation, 
123 years old. 

The said Christian Gmegi lived on the east por­
tion of the farm, which contained 226 acres, more oe 
lei's, and allowance. On the 10th day of April, 1806, 
he sold it to Henry Yoder. Henry Yoder sold the 
same to his son, Yost Yoder, the 11th day of May, 
18::i5, and in 1840 Yost Yoder sold it to his son, 
Adam Yoder, who, on the 1st day of Angnst, in the 
year 1868, sold it to his son Elias A. Yoder.

History of the Blough Family. 

Two brothers emigrated to this country from 
Switzerland sometime in the sixteenth century, and 
settled in what afterwards became Lebanon Co., Pa. 

Christian Blough, who married Miss Magdalena 
Bender, with his brother, ,Jacob Blough, crossed the 
Allegheny mountains and settled in the western 
wilds among the Indians and wild animals, in what is 
now known as Somerset county, Pa. Jacob Blough 
settled in the northern part of the county, either in 
what is now Quemahoning or Conemaugh township, 
I am not certain which, and from this branch spring 
nearly all the Bloughs in that section of the county. 

l shall now leave this branch of the family and 
follow the lineal descendants of Christian, who, with 
his wife and a number of small children, settled in 
what is now Brethersvalley township, Somerset coun­
ty, Pa., one and one-half miles north of Berlin. At 
the time of this removal there were a few cabins 
erected on the old W eighley farm, which now em­
braces the farms of Seth W eighley, Edward Kimmel 
and Peter Hanger. Outside of these cabins the \'al­
ley between the Allegheny and Negro mountains was 
a howling wilderness. Christian Blough selected the 
place where the buildings now stand, pitched his tent 
and commenced to fell the primeYal forest, surround­
ed by Indians and bears, wolves and other wild ani­
mals. Just how manv acres he staked off as his do­
main I have no means· of knowing. Some years after 
this a man by the name of Matthias started an im­
provement, adjoining this tract on the west, which 
was afterwards purchased by Christian Blough. 
Christian and family crossed the mountains and set-
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tled on the original tract in the year 1767. After 
he purchased the Matthias improvement he had a 
tract of three hundred and thirty acres. 

There were born to Christian and Magdalena 
Blough six sons and one daughter, namely: ,Jacob, 
Christian, John, Peter, Henry, Magdalena and David. 
The father died in 1777, as the figures on his rough 
headstone testify to this day, and was buried on the 
farm of his selection in what has since become known 
as the Blough graveyard; four generations lie buried 
within its sacred precincts. It is supposed that this 
is tbe oldest burial place in this part of the country. 

After the death of Christian the farm fell into the 
bands of his oldest son. Jacob, who was married 
to ~liss Magdalena Gnreg-i. To this union were born 
nine children, namely: Elizabeth, Christian, Anna, 
Barbara, :i'.1aria, John, David, Jacob and Joseph. 
The following lie buried on the farm: David, Anna 
and Jacob: the others lie buried in the state of Ohio, 
except Joseph, who still lives in Odon, Daviess Co., 
Ind. Jacob, Sr., died A. D. 1832, but sometime 
prior to his death he sold the farm to his son, Jacob, 
the last proprietor of the old farm. He was married 
to :Miss Barbara Sayler June 18, 1826, and to this 
union were born eleven children (seven sons and four 
daughters), namely: Valentine, Emanuel, Philip, An­
drew, John J.,Lydia, Susan, David, Mary, Joseph and 
Annie. All of these are alive at this time, as. far as 
known. Jacob, the last proprietor of the farm, died 
on the 17th of June, 1886, in his eighty-first year, 
and was laid away in the family burying place. This 
farm was owned by the Bloughs about 130 years; 
now owned by S. F. Raman.

Elias G. Canaga to Mr. Will H. Kern, of Washing­
ton, D. 0.:-

Scio, Harrison Co., Ohio, Oct. 12, 1878. 
Mr. Will H. Kern: Dear Cousin:-Please accept many 

thanks for the information you gave me concerning my 
cousins, the RoyerP; if I am ever in their neighborhood I will 
go to see them. My great-grandfather's name was Johannes 
Gnoogi; he was Christian Gnoogi's father, and came from Ba­
den, one of the German States on the Rhine, adjoining Switz­
erland. He came to London and stopped there for some 
time. During the reign of Queen Mary he came to Philadel­
phia. His half-brother settled in Virginia. 

My father, Jacob Canaga, was born in Pa.,moved to Ohio 
in 1805 and settled on the farm on which I now reside and 
where all his children were born, except my oldest sister, 
Anna Canaga, who was married to the Rev. Daniel Strayer. 
She is still living in Gratiot county, Mich. Her post-office ad­
dress is Elm Hall. Her children all live near her except one 
daughter, who moved to California. Daniel Strayer was a 
preacher for the United Brethren in Christ. He is now dead. 
His son, Jacob, is a preacher. Catharine Canaga was born 
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in 1807, and was married to Mr. -Firebaugh in 1829. He was 
a preacher for the Disciples or Campbellites.

By her first hus­
band she had six children; their names were: Michael, John, 
Henry, Samuel, Joseph and Daniel. Some of their descend­
ants are now in Somerset Co., Pa. Anna Livingston's first 
husband was Christian Spangler. After his death she was 
married to Christian Livingston, with whom she had eight 
children; their names were: David, Henry, Andrew, Eliza­
beth, Susan, Mary, Catharine and Anne. These are the 
names of the children given in the order of birth. Jacob 
Gnregi was married to the daughter Susan mentioned in the 
list. Christian Livingston was a good workman and a great 
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hunter. He was a soldier in the Revolutionary war, under 
Washington. He nearly lost his life in an encounter with a 
wounded bear; he had shot the bear and before he could re­
load his gun the animal attacked him. After a desperate 
struggle he succeeded in killing the bear with his hunting 
knife. Christian Livingston died at his home near Stoystown. 
Somerset Co., Pa., and was buried in that vicinity. A large 
tree has grown on his grave. His widow, Anna Miller Spang­
ler Livingston, after his death in 1813, went to live with her 
daughter, Catharine, who had married Elias Riseley, and who 
lived near Freeburg, Stark Co., Ohio. She lived with her 
daughter for sixteen years and died at their home in 1829. 
She was buried in the small family graveyard, in the north­
east corner of the orchard, west of the public road leading 
from Freeburg to Paris, and only a few rods from tbe Riseley 
home. 

It is stated that Christian Livingston came to this coun­
try when he was about twelve or thirteen years of age; he 
came from Germany; he started on the voyage with his fath­
er, mother and two brothers. His father and mother died at 
sea. They lost all their goods by ship-wreck, saving only a 
bag of silver; this bag of silver, with the oldest of the broth­
ers, disappeared very mysteriously the first night after their 
arrival in this country. It is supposed th,at he was murdered 
and robbed of the silver. It is said that Christian Livings­
ton's only remaining brother became a very wealthy man and 
died without heirs. I do not know what his name was, nor 
do I know where he lived. 

I send this bit of information because it may be of inter­
est to some of the Canagas who descended from Jacob Gmegi 
and his wife, Susanna; besides it may come to the notice of 
some persons in your part of the country who may know of 
the whereabouts of others of the descendants. (See family 
501.)

History of John Hochstedler. 

John Hochstedler, great-great-grandfather of 
Henry Hochstedler, came from Switzerland. We do 
not know just when he came to America, but I think 
it was in 1732. Thev settled in Berks Co., Pa., not 
far from the Blue Mountains and not far from Red­
den. There were six in the family. One ·morning 
about day light when the oldest son opened the <loor 
an Indian shot him, but it did not kill him, so he 
went into the house and locked the door. The 
Indians then set the house on fire and when the 
inmates could not endure it any longer in the house, 
they ran out of the building- and were captured by 
the Indians. The fodians killed the mother, the 
oldest son and the daughter, and took the father and 
two of his sons, Joseph and Christian, along with 
them. Joseph was 14 years old, and Christian was 
7 years old. The Indians kept the father two years, 
then he escaped from them and returned to his old 
home, experiencing many hardships on the way. 
Christian was with the Indians five years, at the end 
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of which · time the Indians made a trade with the 
government, and Christian was set free; then he 
returned home. Joseph was with the Indians seven 
years, then he returned home. He was noted for 
athletic sports, hunting and fishing. 

Joseph Hochstedler. and his wife died in the 
vicinity of Mifflintown, Juniata Co., Pa. 

A. B. Canaga, of Washington, D. C., has written 
to me as follows: 

I have been looking through a book in the Government 
Library, which has all the names of immigrants landing at 
Philadelphia from 1732 until 1776. In looking over this book 
I find that a great number came to Philadelphia every 
year. In this book there are given only the male immigrants 
over sixteen years of age-thirty thousand males over sixteen 
years of age came over in forty-three years. There must 
have been, counting women and children, more than 100,000 
people, and the greater part of them were ::'11ennonites. I 
have found out some things that I did not know before. I 
wish that I had time to study up the whole subject. 

In the history of the early days I find that these people 
who came from Switzerland and the provinces along the 
Rhine were Mennonites and that they left their country on 
account of religious persecution. It seems that the Calvinists 
were in the majority, and at one time they had 300 of the 
Mennonites in jail, and were determined to haug or burn 
them. These Mennonites had to have and armed escort to 
get out of the country. They came down the Hhine and em­
barked for England, where t!Jey remained only a few clays 
ancl then came on to ~'\.merica. landing at Philadelphia.

In memory of Joel lleachey, who was born May 3, 11:W\ 

and died June 8, 18\H, aged 78 years, I month and 5 clays. 
The deceased was born and passed the early years of his life 
in the southern part of Elk Lick township, Somerset county, 
Pa. In 1840 he took unto himself a helpmate and companion 
in the sacred bonds of matrimony, Miss Elizabeth Gnagey, of 
the well known and numerous Gnagey family. 

Several years after his marriage he purchased a farm one 
mile north of Grantsville, Md., on which he resided until he 
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crossed the shadowy vale. When· he began farming he had 
very little capital. The fences upon the newly purchased 
farm were in bad condition, and the farm itself was impover­
ished by cropping and shiftless management; but by industry, 
frugality and thrift it was changed from a nearly semi-barren 
to a productive state. The farm was paid for and a consider­
able surplus accumulated in such a measure that he becam~, 
probably, the wealthiest man in his community; but the 
wealth he possessed was not gained or hoarded in a miserly, 
avaricious manner. Many, indeed, were the persons who 
were aided, when in distress or need, by the deceased and his 
kind and motherly wife, in whatever manner might be most 
beneficial and do most good. He was well and widely known 
for his honesty, generosity and charitableness; in disposition 
he was kind, courteous and very sociable. He became a mem­
ber of the Amish Mennonite Church many years ago; he be­
came a deacon of the church June 15, 1851; was ordained to 
the ministry May 15, 1853; was ordained bishop June 11, 1854. 
His official career was during a period of turbulent dissatis­
faction and dissension in the church as a whole, but as he ad­
vanced in years and gained knowledge and wisdom by read­
ing and experience, he renounced dependence upon dogmas 
and traditions and acknowledged only the Bible for his creed. 
He was not without his faults or he would not have been hu­
man, but the writer does not believe that he was found want­
ing when weighed in the balance. We furthermore believe 
that he endeavored, sincerely and honestly, to do what he be­
lieved to lie best. 

Three children of the deceased preceded their father over 
the river. The aged wife, with four children, all married and 
having fam11ies, remain to mourn the loss of the venerable pa­
triarch, who has gone to the land beyond. The eldest daugh­
ter, Barbara, is the wife of Samuel D. Guingerich, a prosper­
ous carpenter, school-teacher and farmer near Amish, Iowa. 
Caroline is the wife of :'\loses D. Yoder, a prosperous farmer 
near Grantsville. Md. :'\Ir. Yoder is also a bishop in the Am­
ish Church. Annie is the wife of Jacob S. :'lliller, a promi­
nent farmer and minister of the gospel in the Amish :'llen­
nonite Church, near Grantsville, Mel. · Daniel, the only son 
remaining, lives near Arthnr, Ill.: he is also a bishop in the 
~°""mish Church, and a prosperous farmer. 

The remains of .Joel Ileachey were interred in the family 
cemetery .June 11th. Services were conducted by C. S. Beach­
ey. of 2-!iclland, Ya., and Bishop Joel .J. Miller, of Grantsville, 
1ld.: text, Hev.

Obituary-Christian Selders. 
Christian Selders, of near Bittinger, Garrett Co., Md., de­

parted from the shores of time on Tuesday, Dec. 8, 1896. He 



and a brother-in-law were cutting corn-fodder at Joel D. 
Brenneman's, near Keyser, Md., which is about six miles 
from where the deceased lived. They had done only a little 
cutting, as the hands who were to help had not yet all arrived, 
when the governor of the engine failed to work properly. 
Bro. Selders, who was feeding the cutter, signaled for more 
power, but when the fireman observed the defective action of 
the governor be went into the barn to apprise Christian of the 
fact, and while in the barn it is supposed a knife, which had 
become loose in the cylinder of the cutter. caught or struck 
against the side of the machine, the jolt of which opened the 
restrainant of the governor, and failing to settle to its accus­
tomed function, regulating the volume of steam entering the 
engine's cylinder, an awful and fatal volume of steam es­
caped, and before the fireman could get half way to the en­
gine its speed had become so great as to burst the balance 
wheel of the cutter into fragments, one of which struck Bro. 
Selders on the leg, above the knee, and tore away the flesh to 
the bone; another struck him on the chest. Surgical aid was 
immediately summoned, and also his wife and several of the 
children; but he died from loss of blood before either arrived, 
living after the accident only about one hour. He suffered 
greatly before his death. One fragment of the wheel grazed 
and scarred the back of the head of one of the hands;another 
flew through the plank threshing floor and knocked a piece 
out of a hogshead in the basement; another shot out of the 
roof, breaking its pasf$age through an oak lath; a piece, sup­
posed from its position, etc., to have been the one which went 
through the roof, was found eighty paces from the barn. 

A wife and four children, the oldest aged about thirteen 
and the youngest about three years, and a son by his first 
wife, aged about nineteen years, survive (of the immediate 
family) to mourn the early departure of the deceased. · 

The funeral was held 011 Thursday, the 10th of December, 
1896, at the Cherry Valley, or Forks, in the Amish Mennonite 
meeting house, of which congregation the departed was a 
highly esteemed member. Services were conducted by Jacob

having died on bis birthday. He was very helpful and neigh­
borly, a devoted husband and father; in the lead in his com­
munity to alleviate distress, and we trust he has gone to a 
Christian's reward.
