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PREFACE.

The author of these genealogical records, deems it proper
to state, that the object in publishing the following few pages
1s not to give an account of the origin of our race, but to put
in possession of the surviving relatives, something, by which
they may ascertain the residence of their unseen friends.
When he commenced the work, a few months since, he had
no idea of having the records printed. But so many families,
whom he has visited, have expressed a strong desire to obtain
a copy, that he has devoted several college vacations to the
collecting of genealogical information, and thus presents the
result of his labors to suck as may desire a copy.

The HorrooKS in this country, mostly descended from two
or three individuals by that name, who lived in Weymouth,
Mass., in the year 1632. One settled in Dorchester ; and
another in Braintree. Their ancestors originally came from
England and Scotland ; though the exact date of their arrival
in this country is not yet ascertained.

But, should the author hereafter have leisure, he intends to
collect the records of all the Holbrooks in the United States,
~—some of whom reside in the South, some in the Western
States and many in the State of “Maine,—and then trace the
origin of the family as far back as possible in the old country.
To accomplish this, however, will require many years; for it
would be necessary to write to nearly every family, and ex-
amine many town records.
