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PREFACE 

On 4 October 1968, during a visit in Germany, my 
two sisters, Mrs. Gilbert B. Bosse of Pepper Pike, 
Ohio, and Mrs. Clyde C. Cavanah of Evansville, Indiana, 
and I motored to Darmstadt, Germany, to research rec­
ords on our great grandfather, Philipp Koch, who em­
igrated to Evansville, Indiana in 1843. 

At that time, his origin was known to us as: Albig, 
Hessen, Darmstadt. Darmstadt was the name given to 
the geographical division which included the village of 
AJbig. Now, some 100 years later, Albig is a dorf (vil­
lage) in the state of Rhine Hessen and Darmstadt. is a city 
in the state of Hessen.. Albig today has a population of 
1400 and .is located on Bundestrasse (Route) #40, between 
Mainz and Kaiserslauten. This area is known as the 
Rhine Hesse valley and lies between the Nahe River on 
the west and the Rhine River on the north and east. Soil 
conditions and climate in Rhine Hessen combine to pro­
vide ideal conditions for growing wine. Thus, we were 
not too surprised to learn that great Grandfather Philipp 
Koch came from a family of wine producers. 

In Albig, the Burgermeister (mayor) showed us the 
birth record of Philipp Koch born on 28 August 1805, re­
corded in French with the French spelling of Philippe. 
(In 1805, Albig was under French occupation by Napole­
on's troops). It was here that we also found the marriage 
record of Philipp Koch and Anna Margaretha Wick, re­
vealing names and signatures of both their parents. It 
was as if a page of history had been reopened. I recall 
it was at that moment, that I decided to write a history 
of the Koch family. Since my husband was on an over-
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seas assignment and we would be living in Germany for 
an extended period, this was the time to accomplish it, 
as research and documentation could be more easily at­
tained and verified. 

I have divided the book into two parts; the first 
portion pertains to documentation and research done in 
Germany about the family of Johann Philipp Koch, his 
ancestors, as well as those of his wife,Anna Margaretha 
Adrian, and the family of Johann Jacob Koch. Johann 
Jacob Koch is the only one of Johann Philipp Koch's nine 
children who fathered the Koch descendants and it is 
through this line that the descendants are traced to the 
present day. The second part of the book is devoted to 
the children of Johann JacobKoch and their families~ It 
includes a history of the family of Philipp Koch, first 
child of Johann Jacob Koch. Philipp Koch and·his wife, 
Anna Margaretha Wick with their fi:rst five children em­
igrated to America in 1843 and settled in Evansville, 
Indiana. Besides the history cif the Philipp Koch family, 
this section includes a complete Ii-sting of every known 
descendant of Johann Philipp Koch, nof only the Ame±-i.::.. 
can descendants through his grandson~ Philipp Koch, but 
the German and South African descendants through grand­
sons, -Jacob Koch and Andreas Koch. Also included is a 
listing of addresses of all the living cousins. 

It has been mydbjective to make this history of the 
Johann Philipp Koch family both accurate 'and factual. 
For each family listing, I have included the source of in .... 
formation. Research on the histories has been based on 
existing church and civil records at Albig, Alzey, Darm­
stadt, Dittelsheim, Osthofen, Zwingenberg, Germany; 
and Bureaus of Vital Statistics, Cincinnati, Cleveland, 
Ohio; Drummond, Montana; Evansville, Indiana; Indian­
apolis, Indiana; Jacksonville,- Florida; Louisville, Ken­
tucky; New Berri, North CarolinarSan Diego, California; 
Springfield, Massachusetts; and from the Government 
Services Administration, Washington, D. C. Material 
and facts have also been documented from family Bibles, 
extracts from old newspapers, city directories and as 
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orally related from descendants themselves. All infor­
mation used has been documented as to its proper source. 

From this research, one can conclude that this is 
a family rich in its heritage and I feel privileged that I 
have been able to record its history. 

I am most grateful to my father, Louis Joseph 
Koch, for his untiring support of this project, the use of 
his personal records, and his many hours of diligent re­
search. I am grateful too for the financial assistance 
from my late uncle, Albert Charles Koch, and regret that 
his recent death, 20 Jan 1970, precluded him from see­
ing this project become a reality. 

Dr. Rolf Kilian, Worms, Germany, is credited 
with assisting me with research on the Anton Koch, Adrian 
and Schramm families. Also recognized is the assist­
ance of Frau Laepple, Osthofen, Germany, for use of 
her Adrian family records; and the Walter Koch family, 
All;>ig, Germany, who have been most cooperative in as­
sisting me with my research and documentation here in 
Germany. 

Credit is also given to Diane Dieterle, geneologist, 
for her advice and assistance; to the clerks in the Office 
of Vital Statistics, Vanderburgh County, Evansville, In­
diana for their part in furnishing accurate birth, mar­
riage and death dates; to Agnes Engel Craig for her help 
with the Engel family; to R. Malcolm Koch for his work 
on the Philipp Koch history; to my husband, John Patrick 
Long, for his valuable corrections and criticisms and 
for the assistance and encouragement from all the cous­
ins, for it has been through their cooperation that I have 
been able to make this book so encompassing.

Liebfrauen Kirche (Our Lady's 
Church)

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Johann Philipp Koch is the first lmown Koch to set­
tle in the village of Albig, Germany. The Liebfrauen 
Kirche (Our Lady's Church, Albig, Germany) records 
show Johann Philipp Koch as residing there in the year 
1750 and list him as a farmer and winegrower. In that 
same year, he married Anna Elisabeth Mertens, the 41 
year old widow of Johann Clauss. Johann Philipp Koch 
had come to Albig from Dittelsheim, Germany, a town 
about 10 Kilometers (six miles) from Albig. The exact 
date of Johann Philipp Koch's arrival in Albig is not 
known, but his marriage to the widow Clauss is recorded 
in the Liebfrauen Kirche church book as having taken 
place on 17 Nov 1750. In addition to the marriage entry 
in the Albig church register, it is also confirmed in the 
Darmstadt Staatsarchiv (State Archives) as follows: 

"Koch, Johann Philipp, Sohn des Anthon Koch von 
Dittelsheim heiratet Albig 17 Nov 1750 Anna Elisabeth 
Clauss geb Mertens. Sterbedatum 28 Feb 1799." 
English translation: Johann Philipp Koch, son of Anton 
Koch from Dittelsheim, married Anna Elisabeth Clauss, 
nee Mertens, in Albig on 17 Nov 1750. He died on 28 
Feb 1799. 

The above entries establish the fact that he was the 
son of Anton Koch and that he had come from Dittelsheim, 
Germany. Recorded data in Dittelsheim prior to 1800 
was found to be scant with only occasional events record­
ed. For this reason, it has been difficult to establish 
an exact place and date of birth for Johann Philipp Koch. 
The first entry of a Koch in the records of the Reformiert 
Church in Dittelsheim is found on page 522 in the year 
1734. This entry lists the confirmation names at Easter 
services, 1734, as including Johann Wilhelm Koch, 14 
years old, son of Anton Koch. Confirmation lists for the 
years, 1735-1751, are missing and the years 1752-1767 
contain no Kochs. Subsequent birth, marriage and death 
entries of the Anton Koch family in this church register 
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indicate that Anton Koch was most active in the Reform­
iert Church. He is listed as "church elder and church 
officer" on both his and his wifers (Anna Margaretha 
Koch) death records. Since he was active in the church, 
it is to be assumed that all his children would therefore 
be confirmed. Since Johann Wilhelm Koch at age 14 in 
the year 1734 is the first of Anton Kochr s children to be 
listed, and the records for confirmation dates are miss­
ing for the next 17 years, resuming again for the period, 
1752-1767, but containing no Kochs, it can be further as­
sumed that Johann Philipp Kochwould have been 14years 
at one point during this period, placing his birth some­
where from 1721-1737. The earliest birth records in 
the Dittelsheim church book begin in 1733 and include the 
births of two of his sisters, Anna Sybilla Koch (1733) and 
Anna Margaretha Koch (1735), logically placing his birth 
date between 1721 and 1732. He was married in 1750 to 
a 41 year old widow and in 1751 was godparent to his 
brother's child (Anna Elisabetha Koch, daughter of Jo­
hann Lorenz Koch, page 56, Reformiert Church regis­
ter, Dittelsheim). Marriage age for young men in the 
18th century averaged about 25 years for farmers. Since 
he married a41 year old widow in 1750 and having already 
postulated 1721 as his earliest possible birth year, it is 
concluded that he was born sometime between 1721 and 
1725. 

The confirmation record of Johann Wilhelm Koch 
establishes his date of birth as about 1720 and as the eld­
est of Anton Kochrs six known children. Based on this in­
formation, it is concluded that Johann Philipp Koch, born 
about 1721, is the second child. The Dittelsheim Refor­
miert Church birth records, page 1 of year 1733, list 
Anna Sybilla Koch of Dittelsheim1 born on 10 Jan 1733, 
the daughter of Anton and Anna Margaretha Koch. God­
parents are recorded as Johann Conrad Defort and his 
wife, Anna Sybilla of Dittelsheim. Also on page 1, year 
1735, is found the record of the birth of another Koch, 
Anna Margaretha, born 11 Mar 1735, daughter of the 
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Anton Kochs. Godparents are listed as Johann Georg 
Geyl and his wife, Anna Margaretha of Dittelsheim. 

The records from 1736-1742 are missing. Entries 
begin again in 1743 but no Koch is mentioned again until 
1751 at which time the birth of Anna Elisabeth Koch, born 
28 Aug 1751, is recorded. She is the daughter of Johrum 
Lorenz Koch. Godparents are listed as Johann Philipp 
Koch and his wife, Anna Elisabeth Mertens, from Albig, 
Germany. On 11 June 1758, Elisabeth Koch, daughter of 
Johann Lorenz Koch and his wife, Anna Maria, was born 
in Dittelsheim with the godparents recorded as Johann 
Wilhelm Koch and his wife, Maria Elisabeth from Unden­
heim, Germany. These entries establish Johann Lorenz 
Koch as a sonof Anton Koch and a brother to Johann Wil­
helm Koch and Johann Philipp Koch. 

Two entries in the Dittelsheim church book in 1756 
confirm another son of Anton Koch, Johann Heinrich Koch. 
Both the entry of the marriage of Johann Heinrich Koch 
on 1 Dec 1756 to Maria Eva Weiffenbach from Seltzen, 
and the birth of their son, Conrad Koch, on 9 Dec 1756 
indicate Johann Heinrich Koch, as a son of Anton Koch. 

The Dittelsheim church records list Anton Koch 
and his wife, Anna Margaretha, as parents of at least six 
children; Johann Wilhelm Koch, Johann Philipp Koch, Jo­
hann Lorenz Koch, Johann Heinrich Koch, Anna Sybilla 
Koch and Anna Margaretha Koch. These records also 
reveal that Johann Philipp Koch and his brother, Johann 
Wilhelm Koch, left Dittelsheim in the late 1740's. Jo­
hann Wilhelm Koch settled in Undenheim where he mar­
ried Maria Elisabeth (last name unknown); and Johann 
Philipp Koch migrated to Albig, where he married Anna 
Elisabeth Mertens in 1750. The other brothers, Johann 
Lorenz Koch, Johann Heinrich Koch and sisters, Anna 
Sybilla Koch and AnnaMargaretha Koch remained inDit­
telsheim. There is no known record of Anna Sybilla 
Koch's marriage, but Anna Margaretha Koch married Jo­
hann Heinrich Pabst, son of Johann P. Schumacher in 
Dittelsheim on 29 Oct 1768. 
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Anton Koch died in Dittelsheim on 29 June 1756. 
Dittelsheim Reformiert church records lists his age as 
67 years at the time of his death, placing his birth some­
where about 1689. His wife, Anna Margaretha (last name 
unknown) died on 13 Oct 1767. The Reformiert Church 
book gives her age at death as 75 years, making her date 
of birth about 1692. 

In the Liebfrauen Kirche records in Al big, Germany 
there is no Koch listed prior to the marriage entry of Jo­
hann Philipp Koch and Anna Elisabetha Mertens on 1 7 
Nov 1750. Maria Katharina Koch, the only child of this 
marriage, born on 26 Mar 1752 in Albig, became the 
second entry of a Koch in the Albig church register which 
dates back to 1620. Anna Elisabetha Mertens died on 12 
Apr 1757 and according to the church records, was bur­
ied in Albig at the Liebfrauen Kirchhof (Cemetery). 

Johann Philipp Koch took as his second wife, 27 
year old Anna Margaretha Adrian from Osthofen, Ger­
many o The village of Osthofen lies near the Rhine River, 
20 Kilometers (12 miles) southeast of Albig. The Ost­
hofen Reformiert Kirchenbuch (Osthofen Reformed Church 
book) Bd. II, page 477, states that Johann Philipp Koch, 
widower from Albig married Anna Margaret Adrian, 
daughter of the Johannes Adrians, members of the Re­
formed Church, in Osthofen on 9 Jan 1759. A notation 
on this entry indicates that they will henceforth live in 
Al big, Germany. The birthdate of Anna Margaretha 
Adrian was found in this same church book (Osthofen 
Reformiert Kirchenbuch) on page 12. According to the 
records, she was baptized on 26 Mar 1730. (The date 
of 26 Mar 1730 is indicated as her date of birth on her 
death record, 21 Oct 1788, filed at the Albig Liebfrauen­
kirche). Since no proof of a designated birth record could 
be found, the baptism date of 26 Mar 1730, is generally 
accepted then as her date of birth. The Osthofen church 
entry lists her godparents as Johann Christian and Anna 
Margaretha Urlemann, and notes that the Urelmanns are 
of the same Holland derivation as the Adrian family. 
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Anna Margaretha Adrian was the eldest of seven 
children of Barbara Haas and Johannes Adrian, Jr. of 
Osthofen. Her mother, Anna Barbara Haas, was born 
November 1701 in Weinheim a. d. Bergstrasse, Germany. 
According to the Osthofen church book, Bd. II, page 
448, Barbara Haas was married in Osthofen to Johannes 
Adrian, Jr. on 2 Feb 1729. It is also noted on this 
entry that Lorentz Haas, of Weinheim a. d. Bergstrasse, 
father of the bride, was deceased as of this date, 2 Feb 
1729. On page 513 of the Lutherisches Kirchenbuch, Os­
thofen, the death of Barbara Haas Adrian, is recorded 
on 30 Jan 1764. She died at the age of 62 years and 2 
months. 

Anna Margaretha's father, Johannes Adrian, re­
married at the age of 66 on 19 July 1771 to 25-year old 
Anna Margaretha Lies from Stadecken. This second 
marriage produced three children and they are regis­
tered in the Osthofen church book. Johannes Adrian died 
on 26 Oct 1779 and his death notice in the Osthofen 
church book lists his age as 74 years, 5 months less 5 
days, suggesting a birth date of about 31 May 1705. 

The Adrian family migrated to Germany from Hol­
land in 1640. The first known Adrian was Cornelius 
Adrian, a Catholic, who had fled Holland during the 
Thirty Years War. In Holland, the Catholics during this 
period were meeting and attending Mass surreptitiously 
in concealed rooms within their homes. About the year 
1640, Cornelius Adrian with his two brothers left the vil­
lage of Ficht, a town known today as Vught. Vught is lo­
cated near Hertogenbosch, Holland, the county seat of the 
Province Norbrabant, about 36 miles south of Amster­
dam. Since Osthofen, Germany is less than a mile from 
the Rhine River, it is assumed that the Adrian brothers 
travelled by boat down the Rhine River. Upon arrival in 
Osthofen, they immediately leased the large estate "Muhl­
heim at Osthofen. " 

In 1652, Cornelius Adrian married Maria Janssen, 
also from Holland. There were two sons from this mar-
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riage, the first, Cornelius Adrian, Jr., born in 1652. 
The Plague of 1666 took the lives of Cornelius Adrian, 
Sr. and his two brothers. Cornelius Adrian, Sr. 's 
widow, Maria Janssen, remarried in the following year, 
1667, to Jacob Roetgens who had migrated to Osthofen 
from Conauenberg in Julicher Land (Holland). 

When Cornelius Adrian, Jr. was 22 years old, he 
married Barbara Schramm, also of Osthofen. Barbara 
Schramm was the widow of Martin Janssen. (Martin 
Janssen was from the same Holland Janssen family as 
Maria Janssen.) The Janssens and Adrians were Catho­
lic, but Barbara Schramm was a member of the Reformed 
Church (Reformiert Kirche). Barbara and Martin Jans­
sen had two daughters and they were baptized Catholic. 
Barbara and Cornelius Adrian, Jr. had three children 
and they were also baptized Catholic. However, after 
the death of her second husband in 1686, Barbara wished 
her five children to become members of the Reformed 
Church, as were most of the Schramm family. The Ost­
hofen Reformiert Church records list all five children as 
being received into the Reformed Church in 1686. 

Barbara Schramm was born in 1643 in Osthofen, 
the daughter of Peter Schramm, owner of the inn, "zur 
Krone" (The Crown). In 1681, Barbara Schramm and 
Cornelius Adrian, Jr. were considered a wealthy couple. 
Tax records for that year show them to be "the owners 
of 25 acres, 3 vineyards, 3 meadows, 1 house with gar­
den" and in addition were leasing "50 acres." They also 
owned 11 2 oxen, 2 cows, 2 calves and they had a hired 
farm hand. 11 Cornelius Adrian, Jr. also owned the inn, 
"The Swan," which was near the Rathaus in Osthofen. 
(This inn still exists; however, it has been remodelled 
since 1681.) 

Cornelius Adrian, Jr. died in 1686 at the age of 34 
and Barbara Schramm Adrian died in 1703 at 60 years. 
They were both buried in Osthofen. 

Johannes Adrian, the first of three children of the 
marriage of Barbara Schramm and Cornelius Adrian, Jr. 
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was born 12 Oct 1674 in Osthofen. Listed as a farmer in 
1721, the Osthofen tax records show him to have had a 
house and barn and 10-1/ 4 acres. He was married about 
1705 to Anna Elisabeth (unfortunately her familyname is 
missing from the records). The Osthofen records do 
show, though, that she was born in 1680 and died on 14 
Nov 1758. Johann Adrian, besides being a farmer, is 
also listed as the first owner of "Gutes Pistorius," an 
inn in Osthofen, in 1700. Later, he lived at Obergasse 
178 in Osthofen. It is interesting to note that both build­
ings still exist today, although somewhat changed from 
their original appearance in 17~0, having been remod­
elled and rebuilt. Obergasse 178 remained in the Adrian 
family for four generations. Today it is owned by a lo­
cal architect named Goldbach. 

The Adrian family thus far has been traced to 1640, 
but data concerning Anna Margaretha Adrian's great­
grandmother, Barbara Schramm was recorded even ear­
lier, according to Dr. Rolf Kilian, Geneologist, of 
Worms, Germany, who provided the following informa­
tion about the Schramm family in Zwingenberg. The ear­
liest record of a Schramm is found in Zwingenberg, 
Germany, (9 miles south of Darmstadt) with the mar­
riage of Johannes Schramm being indicated as 1550. It 
is assumed that he was born about 1525, but just exactly 
where or when could not be determined. He had a son, 
Peter Schramm, and,perhaps, a son,Johannes Schramm. 
The Zwingenberg military records from 1588-1592 listed 
three Schramms: Johannes and Peter Schramm bearing 
the same coat of arms, and Ewalt Schramm displaying a 
different crest. Peter Schramm is assumed to be the 
father of Johann Hans Schramm, who was born in Zwing­
enberg about 1580. Johann Hans Schramm left Zwingen­
berg for Osthofen in 1604. The data dealing with the 
Schramms and Adrians in Osthofen, Germany, was docu­
mented from available records at the Osthofen Refor­
miert Church and Osthofen civil records, supplemented 
by the geneology research of Herr Laepple of Osthofen. 
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Frau Laepple's great, great, great, great, great-grand­
father was the brother of Johannes Adrian, Sr., grand­
father of Anna Margaret Adrian. Johann Hans Schramm 
had three wives in Osthofen according to the church 
records. His first wife was Anna Catharina. She died 
on 20 Feb 1606, and Johann Hans Schramm married a 
widow, Frau Ottilie, on 28 Dec 1606. (Frau Ottilie's 
first husband was Hans Mueller, known as "the cripple. ") 
Frau Ottilie and Johann Hans Schramm had three chil­
dren, one of which was Peter Schramm, great-grand­
father of Anna Margaretha Adrian. The Schramm' s ad­
dress during this period in Osthofen was listed as Tem­
plegasse 16. Frau Ottilie died of the Plague in 1624, 
and in 1625, Johann Hans Schramm married his third 
wife, Agathe Schnepf, widow of Clos Schmidt. She died 
in Osthofen in 1634. 

From the years 1618-1648, all of Germany was 
embroiled in the Thirty Years War. There was hardly 
any area in Germany that escaped destruction, and the 
little village of Osthofen was no exception. It was during 
the 1630's that Johann Hans Schramm was forced to flee 
from Osthofen. In 1637, most residents of Osthofen were 
forced to evacuate, and even as late as 1643, there was 
still no pastor for the town of Osthofen, thus resulting in 
no records being maintained for this period (1638-1643); 
thus, no known date for the death of Johann Hans Schramm. 
His son, Peter Schramm was baptized in Osthofen on 
19 Aug 1613 as Reformiert (member of the Reformed 
Church), the same as his father. Peter Schramm mar­
ried Magdalena (family name missing from records) on 
29 Aug 1637 in Osthofen. Magdalena was listed as a Lu­
theran. Peter Schramm died and was buried in Osthofen 
20 Mar 1673. Magdalena died in 1680. The Osthofen 
church records list him as the innkeeper of "zur Krone" 
in Osthofen, a judge in Osthofen, and the administrator 
of the Osthofen hospital. Peter and Magdalena Schramm 
are the parents of Barbara Schramm who married Cor­
nelius Adrian, Jr. in 1674. 

Anna Margaretha Adrian, a direct descendant of the 
Adrian-Schramm marriage, married widower, Johann 
Philipp Koch, about 1758 and moved to Albig, Germany. 
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It is supposed that his five year old daughter, Maria 
Katharina Koch, from his first marriage, came to live 
with them. The house where they lived is still in exist­
ence today and is owned and occupied by the Walter Koch 
family, some five generations hence. This family still 
farms the same acreage and still produces white Rhine 
wine and bottles it in the cellar of the abode, the same as 
Johann Philipp Koch did some 200 years ago. 

Johann Philipp Koch and Anna Margaretha Adrian 
are listed as Reformiert (member of Reformed Church) 
in the Liebfrauen Kirche (Our Lady's Church) in Albig. 
This church was built in 1088 and has remained through 
the ages as the central place of worship for the residents 
of Albig. It was during the Thirty Years War that the 
church was burned and partially destroyed, only the 
church tower remaining. When hostilities ceased in 
1648, the residents quickly rebuilt the church, retaining 
the original tower. During the past 220 years, the church 
interior has been refurbished only twice, the last time in 
1958. The village cemetery is adjacent to the church. 
Walking through the church yard, one can see many 
"Koch" grave markers including the Jacob Kochs, Elisa­
beth Trautwein Koch, Christina Clauter Koch and Emmy 
Zimmerman Koch. The church is small, its architecture 
typically central Germany, built of brick, with tJ:ie tradi­
tional clock in the tower. Across the cobblestone court­
yard stands a house that is reserved for the pastor, and 
it is here that the church records are preserved. These 
registers contain births, weddings and deaths of Albig 
residents since 1620. Around the corner from the parish 
house, one can examine the civil records of Albig at the 
Burgermeister's (mayor) office. These records date 
from 1800 to the present day. Most civil records in Albig 
prior to 1800 were destroyed by Napoleon's troops when 
the French occupied this part of Germany (1800-1815). 
Butalthough Napoleonhad issuedorders to destroyexist­
ing records, the church records escaped destruction in­
asmuch as the pastor and townspeople had carefully hid-
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den the church books before the Napoleonic invasion. 
This was nothing new, as church records and valuables 
had been buried duringeach and everymilitaryupheaval, 
including World War II. 

An interesting Albig Koch family story about bury­
ing valuables was related by Walter Koch, present occu­
pant of the Koch homestead. During World War II, the 
Jacob Koch family was once again forced to bury the 
family Meis sen china, pewter, documents and other valu­
ables. However, at the close of the war, when they were 
able to retrieve their possessions, they could not remem­
ber where they had hidden the Family Bible which had 
been in the family for over 100 years or the gold watch 
belonging to Jacob Koch IV. To this day, neither has 
been located. 

Johann Philipp Koch and Anna Margaretha Adrian 
had eight children. Johann Heinrich Koch, born on 1 
Dec 1759, was the first born and it is likely that he was 
named after his father's younger brother, Johann Hein­
rich Koch, who is listed as one of his godparents; the 
other, Johann Heinrich Koch's wife, Maria Eva, both 
from Dittelsheim. The other seven children and their 
godparents are also listed in the Liebfrauen church reg­
ister as follows: Johannes Koch, born 13 Mar 1761; god­
parents, Johannes Adrian and his wife, Anna Barbara, 
from Osthofen. (These are the parents of Anna Margaret 
Adrian); Elisabeth Koch, born 17 Jan 1763; godparents, 
Elisabeth Adrian from Osthofen (Anna Margaret Adrian's 
unmarried sister); JohannJacob Koch,born 27 Sept 1764; 
godparents, Johann Jacob Groh and his wife, Maria Eli­
sabeth from Albig. (The Groh relationship to Johann 
Philipp Koch is not known exactly. Perhaps it is only a 
friendship or there is a possibility that Maria Elisabeth 
Groh is the widow from Johann Wilhelm Koch, Johann 
Philipp Koch's brother who lived in Undenheim, and the 
widow Koch married Johann Jacob Groh and brought her 
children with her to Albig.) Johann Jacob Koch, born 9 
June 1766; godparents, Jacob Mertens, churchelderand 
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his wife, Anna Elisabetha of Albig. {Jacob Mertens is a 
relative of Johann Philipp Koch's first wife); Johann 
Adam Koch, born 27 Sept 1767; godparents, Johann Adam 
Groh, unmarried son of Jacob Groh. Philipp Koch, born 
7 Apr 1769; godparents, Philipp Mertens, unmarried son 
of Gottfried Mertens, relative of Johann Philipp Koch's 
first wife; and Agnes Koch, born 30 Mar 1771, godpar­
ents, Agnes Mertens, daughter of Georg Mertens, Bur­
germeister of Albig. (On the entry of Agnes Koch, it 
states that the mother is Anna Margaretha Adrian from 
Osthofen, thus establishing the relation with the Osthofen 
Adrians. 

Although the birthdates of Johann Heinrich Koch 
and the second child, Johannes, are listed in the church 
records, no marriage or death dates can be established. 
After considerable research of both church and civil 
records in the Albig area, it is assumed that they died 
in infancy but were not recorded. Elisabeth Koch did not 
marry until she was 47 years old. She married a widow­
er, Matthews Trautwein, from an old Albig family on 15 
Feb 1810. There were no children from this marriage. 
She died in Albig on 29 Nov 1836. The fourth child, the 
first Johann Jacob Koch born on 27 Sept 1764, lived only 
a few months. He died 29 May 1765. It is interesting to 
note that Johann Philipp Koch and Anna Margaretha Adri­
an gave to their next child the same name as the child 
they had just buried, and that this Johann Jacob Koch, 
born on 9 Jun 1766, lived for 96 years and died 9 Jan 
1862. Their sixth child, Johann Adam Koch lived only nine 
days. He was buried on 6 Oct 1767. The seventh child, 
Philipp, never married and he died in Albig on 18 Dec 
1840. The eighth child, Agnes Koch, died in her early 
teens at age 13-1/2 on 20 Nov 1785. 

Anna Margaret Adrian Koch died in Albig on 21 Oct 
1788 at the age of 58. Her husband, Johann Philipp Koch, 
died eleven years later on 28 Feb 1799. He was about 78 
years old. At his death, only his daughter, Maria Kath­
arina Koch,from his first marriage, and Elisabeth Koch, 
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Johann Jacob Koch, and Philipp Koch, children from his 
second marriage, survived him, none of which had yet 
been married. Maria Katharina Koch and Philipp Koch 
never married. Johann Jacob Koch married in 1804 and 
had six children. Elisabeth Koch married when she was 
47 years old but there were no children from this mar­
riage. Thus it can be seen that the descendants of Jo­
hann Philipp Koch and Anna Margaret Adrian can be pur­
sued through only one of Johann Philipp Koch's nine chil­
dren, Johann Jacob Koch.

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HISTORY OF JOHANN JACOB KOCH FAMILY 
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Johann Jacob Koch, sixth child of Johann Philipp 
Koch, followed in the footsteps of his father by farming 
and, of course, wine making. He also had an additional 
occupation, that of a weaver. He is recorded as a 
weaver, by occupation, when he signed the death record 
of his father, Johann Philipp Koch, 28 Feb 1799, in 
the Liebfrauen Kirche records. Johann Jacob Koch did 
not marry until he was 38 years old. His mother and 
father were deceased in 1804, when he brought his 27 
year old bride to the Koch family homestead in Albig. 
They shared the family home with his half-sister, Maria 
Katharina Koch, who was then 52 years old; his sister, 
Elisabeth Koch, who was 41 years old; and his brother, 
Philipp Koch, who was 35 years old. Elisabeth Koch 
left the family in 1810 when she married widower, Mat­
thews Trautwein, but Maria Katharina Koch and Philipp 
Koch lived with their brother until their deaths, 25 June 
1817, and 18 Dec 1840, respectively. 

Johann Jacob Koch's wife, Marie Philippina Rod­
rian, was born in Schafhausen, Germany on 6 Oct 1778. 
(Schafhausen is 15 miles S. E. of Stuttgart, Germany). 
Shewas the daughter of Johann Lorenz Rodrian. The fol­
lowing information concerning the Rodrian family was 
obtained from Hans Rodrian, Altenburg/Saale, Genealo­
gist for the Rodrian family. Johann Lorenz Rodrian was 
born in 1740 in Schafhausen and died there in 181 7. His 
father, Cornelius Rodrian, was born in 1711 in Fuerfeld, 
Germany, located north of Stuttgart. Cornelius Rodrian 
died in Schafhausen in 1782. Cornelius Rodrian' s father, 
Johann Conrad Rodrian lived in Fuerfeld from his birth 
in 1664 to 1730. The first known Rodrian, Cornelius 
Rodrian, was born in Holland in 1612 and came to Ger­
many about 1640. He settled in Fuerfeld and died there 
in 1687. 

Philippina Rodrian and Johann Jacob Koch had six 
children. All of the following information concerning 
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children of this marriage is recorded in both the Albig 
church (Liebfrauen Kirche) and civil records of Albig, 
Germany. Philipp, the first child was named after Jo­
hann Jacob's unmarried brother, Philipp, who is listed 
on the birth certificate as the godfather. He was born on 
28 Aug 1805 in Albig. The second child, a girl, was 
named after Jacob's half-sister, Maria Katharina Koch, 
and was born 23 May 1807 but lived only until 9 Feb 
1812. Jacob II, the third child was born on May 21 
1810. Elisabeth, the fourth child and second daughter 
was born on 10 Dec 1812. Other than the birth date, this 
Elisabeth Koch has no other entries and it cannot be es­
tablished whether she died in infancy or married and 
went to another village to live. Heinrich Koch, the fifth 
child, was born on 10 Oct 1816. Philipp Koch, the un­
married brother of Johann Jacob Koch is recorded as 
his godfather also. Andreas Koch, the last child, was 
born on 9 Mar 1819, and his godparents are recorded as 
Andreas Adrian and his wife, Anna Margaretha, cousins 
from Osthofen. 

Philipp Koch, the first child, married Anna Mar­
garetha Wick in Albig on 4 Apr 1831. This marriage is 
recorded in old German script at the Burgermiester's 
office as 31 Mar 1831, and also in Latin at the Lieb­
frauenkirche on 4 Apr 1831. German law which is still 
enforced today requires both civil and church ceremo­
nies to validate a marriage. (The civil formality is per­
formed usually two to six days prior to the church rit­
ual.) Anna Margaretha Wick was born on 8 Feb 1812 in 
Albig. This birth is recorded in the civil records main­
tained by the Burgermeister in Albig and her parents are 
listed as Johannes Wick Jr. and Anna Maria Diehl. 

Johannes Wick Jr. was also born in Albig. He was 
born about 1757 /1761. His death record, 11 August 1817, 
on file at the Burgermeister's office, Albig, Germany, 
lists his age as 60 years at death. Yet, the entry of his 
marriage on 30 July 1799 recorded in the Liebfrauen 
Kirche book, Albig, Germany, lists his age as 37, pro-
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jecting then a possible birthdate as early as 1757 and as 
late as 1761/1762. However, the age declaration at the 
time of the marriage is firsthand and is probably a more 
correct age assertion; therefore, based on the marriage 
record, Johannes Wick's birth date is placed at 1761/ 
1762. His parents were Johann and Maria Barbara Wick. 
At the time of the wedding, 30 July 1799, the marriage 
entry indicates that Johann Wick Sr. was still living in 
Albig but that his mother was deceased (no date was list­
ed). 

Anna Maria Diehl was 22 years old at her wedding, 
30 July 1799, thus giving her a date of birth about 1766/ 
77. She was born in Biebelnheim, 2 km (1. 2 miles) 
northeast of Albig, the daughter of Jakob Diehl and his 
wife, Elisabetha. In 1799, Jakob Diehl was 69 years old, 
giving him a birth date of 1730. Both Jakob and Elisa­
beth Diehl were living in Biebelnheim at the time of Anna 
Maria Diehl's wedding to Johannes Wick. 

The marriage record of Anna Margaretha Wick and 
Philipp Koch performed at the Burgermeister's office, 
31 Mar 1831, Albig, Germany, lists Anna Maria Diehl 
Wick, the bride's mother, as being 54 years old on that 
date. This notation verifies then, the 22 years old age 
assertion at her marriage to Johannes Wick in 1799. 

Johannes Wick is listed in the Albig church rec­
ords as a farm.er. It is from this Wick family that Bar­
bara Wick Heilman Weintz descended. It is believed that 
her glowing accounts of her new life in America greatly 
influenced the Philipp Koch family to emigrate to the 
United States in 1843. 

Philipp Koch and Anna Margaretha Wick's first 
five children were born in Albig and their births are re­
corded both in the Burgermeister's office and Lieb­
frauenkirchen books. Jacob Koch was born 22 Feb 1832; 
Philipp Koch Jr. was born 4 Dec 1833; Henrich Koch was 
born 19 Aug 1836; Georg Koch was born 14 Dec 1838; and 
Andreas Koch was born 28 May 1841. In the spring of 
1843, Philipp Koch, Anna Margaretha Wick, with their 
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five sons, left Germany to begin a new life in America. 
The history of this family will be found in the chapter on 
Philipp Koch. 

The second child of Johann Jacob Koch, Maria 
Katherina, died at the age of four years and nine months. 
The third child, Jacob II was married twice. His first 
wife was Agnes Mann whom he married on 31 May 1833. 
They had one child, Eva Katharina, born 6 Mar 1834, 
but she lived for only seven days. Agnes Mann, his wife, 
died shortly thereafter on 4 Sept 1834. Jacob Koch II 
then married Christina Keller from Heimersheim, Ger­
many. They had one son, Jacob III, born on 27 Mar 1839 
in Albig. Jacob II died 16 Nov 1839, just eight months 
after his son Jacob III, was born. 

The fifth child of Johann Jacob Koch and Philippina 
Rodrian, Heinrich, was born on 10 Oct 1816 in Albig. 
Coincidentally, the records in the Liebfrauenkirche 
books show on the same page, just three names down 
from the Heinrich Koch entry, the birth registration of 
Maria Magdalena Schreck, who was born 24 Dec 1816, 
daughter of Philipp Schreck and Anna Margaretha Hoch. 
Heinrich Koch and Maria Magdalena Schreck were mar­
ried 1 Sep 1840 in Albig, and they had three children. 
The first son, Heinrich Koch was born on 9 June 1841 
and died on 17 Mar 1843. The second son, Philipp Hein­
rich Koch was born on 20 Jan 1844 and their only daugh­
ter, Elisabeth Koch, was born on 10 Oct 1846. No addi­
tional vital statistical information on either Philipp 
Heinrich Koch or Elisabeth Koch is recorded in Albig 
records. Heinrich Koch, the father, died in Al big on 7 
Mar 1883, and his wife, Maria Magdalena Schreck Koch, 
died in Albig on 14 Jan 1890. 

Andreas, the sixth and last child of Johann Jacob 
Koch and Philippina Rodrian, was born on 9 Mar 1819, 
and married the widow of his brother Jacob, Christina 
Keller, on 31 Dec 1840 in Albig. Andreas Koch and 
Christina Keller had two daughters, Elisabetha Koch, 
born 20 Dec 1842 and Philippina Koch, born 3 Feb 1847. 
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Johann Jacob Koch died in Albig on 9 Jan 1862. 
His death certificate in the Liebfrauen church book lists 
his age as 96 years old and cause of death is "attributed 
to old age. " His wife, Philippina Rodrian Koch had died 
the year before on 22 Apr 1861 at the age of 84. Both 
are buried in the Liebfrauenkirche cemetery in Albig, 
Germany. 

When Johann Jacob Koch died in 1862, only two of 
his children, Heinrich Koch and Andreas Koch, remained 
in Albig; the first son, Philipp Koch and his family had 
departed for America in 1843, and the second son, Jac­
ob, had died in 1839, leaving his son, Jacob, who lived 
with his mother who had remarried Andreas Koch. The 
third son, Heinrich Koch and Maria Magdalena Schreck 
and their family lived in Albig; but it is believed that the 
fourth son, Andreas Koch and his family, consisting of 
his two daughters, Elisabetha Koch and Philippina Koch 
and his brother Jacob's son, Jacob Koch III, lived in the 
Koch homestead with Johann Jacob Koch and Philippina 
Rodrian. 

When Andreas Koch died on 8 May 1871 in Albig, 
and his wife, Christina Keller,died on 11 Nov 1877, only 
two Kochs remained in the family home; the son, Jacob 
III and the daughter, Philippina Koch. Elisabeth Koch, 
Andreas's other daughter, had married Wilhelm Mertens 
on 1 Dec 1864. It is interesting to note that Wilhelm Mer­
tens is the great-grandson of Jacob Mertens, the godfa­
ther of Elisabetha Koch's grandfather, Johann Jacob 
Koch. Wilhelm Mertens and Elisabetha Koch had no chil­
dren. The second daughter, Fhilippina Koch, married 
Johannes Wilhelm Ackermann in Alzey about 1881, and 
they had one son, Friedrich Karl Ackermann who left in 
the early 1900's for South West Africa to seek his for­
tune. He married there and had three children. All 
three children, Luise Ackermann Rauh, Karla Acker­
mann Stumple and Friedel Ackermann with their families 
presently reside in South West Africa. 

Jacob Koch III remained in Albig, Germany, and 
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married Elisabetha Trautwein from Weinheim about 
1878. He was the third Jacob Koch to reside in the fam­
ily homestead. He had two children, Elisabeth Koch and 
Jacob Koch IV. Elisabeth Koch was born on 11 Sept 
187.9 in Albig. She married Karl Enders of Hennetal, 
Germany. They had no children. Jacob IV, born on 23 
Aug 1884 married Emma Zimmerman in July 1910. 
They had two children, Rudolf Koch and Herman Koch. 
Rudolf Koch presently lives in Eimsheim with his wife, 
Katharina Christ, and is the town Burgermeister (may­
or). They have two sons, Gunther Koch and Rolf Koch 
who also reside in Eimsheim. Rolf Koch and his wife, 
Hanne Jung, have a daughter, Annette, born in Mainz, 
Germany on 3 Aug 1969. 

Herman, the second son of Jacob IV, was killed in 
Italy during World War II. He married Emmy Christ, 
sister of Rudolf Koch's wife in 1944. They had one child, 
Heidrun, who is married to Manfred Wolf. They live in 
Albig with their two children. Both children were born 
in Mainz, Claus Wolf, on 1 Aug 1966 and Claudia Wolf, 
on 25 June 1968. 

Emma Zimmerman, first wife of Jacob Koch IV, 
died 13 Dec 1918. Jacob Koch IV then married Christina 
Clauter on 17 Nov 1920 in Worms, Germany. They had 
one child, Walter Koch, born 25 Dec 1921. Walter Koch 
presently lives in the family home with his wife, Hilde­
gard Werner and their three children; Manfred, born in 
Bad Kreuznach, 5 Jun 1954; Ortrud, born in Mainz, 11 
Dec 1955; and Anja, born in Mainz, 13 Jan 1967. Jacob 
Koch IV, Walter Koch's father, resides there also. There 
they continue farming some of the same acreage that the 
first Johann Philipp Koch farmed in 1750, living in the 
same house and producing and bottling Rhine wine in the 
cellar of the 1750 home. Walter Koch has enlarged both 
the production and sale of his Rhine wine and is the proud 
owner of many awards for producing prize winning Rhine 
wine. 

The living quarters of the house have been some­
what altered since its 1750 origin. There are bright blue 
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shutters adorning the stone house and a wooden arched 
door closing the courtyard from the street was added in 
1928. Modern conveniences have been installed, but to 
extent and purposes, the house at Longgasse 85, Albig, 
Rhine Hesse, Germany, is the same as when Johann 
Philipp Koch lived in it in 1750. 

Presently the descendants of Johann Philipp Koch 
number in the hundreds and can be found in Germany, 
South West Africa and in many of the fifty states of the 
United States. 

The listing of the descendants of Johann Philipp 
Koch will be found in Part II and grouped according to 
the families of the four sons of Johann Jacob Koch: (1) 
Philipp Koch; (2) Jacob Koch; (3) Heinrich Koch; and 
(4) Andreas Koch.

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In the spring of 1843, Philipp Koch, his wife, Anna 
Margaretha Wick, their five sons, Jacob, Philipp Jr., 
Heinrich, Georg and Andreas, and Anna Margaretha 
Wick's father, Philipp Wick, left their homeland of Al­
big1 Germany, and sailed for America. The Americani­
zation of names began immediately upon arrival in Amer­
ica. Heinrich became Henry; Andreas, Andrew; Wilhelm, 
William; Georg, George; Elisabetha, Elizabeth; Philipp, 
Philip; and Margaretha, Margueretta or Margaret. For 
purposes of clarity, the German spelling of Philipp Koch 
and his wife, Anna Margaretha Wick, has been main­
tained throughout this book. 

Anna Margaretha Wick's older sister, Barbara 
Wick Heilman Weintz, and other relatives already es­
tablished in Evansville, Indiana, in the early 1840's, had 
written such glowing reports of this new land of unlimit­
ed opportunities, that finally, Anna Margaretha Wick and 
Philipp Koch were convinced that they should avail them­
selves of this golden opportunity. 

It was not an easy decision. Philipp's entire fam­
ily consisting of his mother, father, sister and two broth­
ers and their families were residing in Albig. Although 
Anna Margaretha Wick was also a native of Albig, the 
family tiewas no deterrent; inasmuch as her mother was 
deceased, her sister was in America, and her father, 
although in his seventies, had promised to accompany 
her to the new land. 

No doubt, many questions crossed their minds be­
fore they could make the final decision. It should be 
noted that in the year, 1843, Philipp Koch and Anna Mar­
garetha Wick had five small children, ranging in age 
from one to eleven years old. Should they take the five 
children on this, if not perilous, journey, at least one 
filled with constant hardships, to an uncertain and doubt­
ful future? Perhaps, as they looked at their five sons,

the existing military situation in Europe posed a factor. 
In the 1840's, men were required to serve in the army of 
the duke of their Province. Would this adventure bring 
to them the fulfillment of their dreams ? Anna Margar­
etha Wick and Philipp Koch decided in the affirmative, 
and immediately began making plans for the journey. 

They realized that leaving would be final, and that 
they would have to take with them all their possessions. 
As part of the preparation, Philipp made a wooden box 
with a hinged lid to carry their most valuable belong­
ings. This chest has remained a treasured heirloom of 
the family and is now in the possession of Albert A. Wat­
erman, 3450 Rodenburg Ave. , Evansville, Indiana, 47712, 
great-great-grandson of Philipp Koch. 

In the midst of preparations, Anna Margaretha 
Wick found herself with child. So great was her deter- · 
mination to start life anew in America, that the incon­
venience and hardship of the many months facing her did 
not alter the decision to go. 

In the spring of 1843, joined by two other families, 
they sailed to New York. In the 18401s, steamship travel 
from Europe to New York took about eight to eighteen 
days and the fare was about $35. 00 per person. From 
New York, they took a train to Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania. 
There they boarded a river boat for a trip down the Ohio 
River. At Cincinnati, Ohio, they bade farewell to one of 
their travelling families. The Koch family continued on 
down the Ohio River to Evansville, Indiana, and the third 
family (Strausburg) continued downstream to Cairo, Il­
linois, and then north to Peoria, Illinois. 

On 27 Aug 1843, the Weintz, Kratz and Heilman 
families in Evansville, Indiana waited anxiously for the 
arrival of the riverboat carrying the Kochs. It was a 
happy reunion! The Koch family went immediately to the 
William Heilman home on First Street. Anna Margaretha 
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Wick delivered her sixth son, William, perhaps the very 
day that they arrived in Evansville, Indiana. William 
Koch's birth is recorded in the Koch family Bible as 27 
Aug 1843, Evansville, Indiana. The obituary notice 
of Anna Margaretha Wick in the Evansville paper, 12 
Feb 1891, reports that "they arrived in this coun­
try on 27 Aug 1843." William Koch's marriage record, 
Evansville, Vanderburgh, Indiana, Book #5, page 593, 
lists his birth as 27 Aug 1843. His death certificate, filed 
at Evansville, Indiana, lists his age on 17 Aug 1890 as 
46 years, 11 months, 17 days. So, in all probability, 
William Koch was born the very day, the Philipp Koch 
family embarked at Evansville, Indiana. 

William Heilman was the son of Maria Barbara 
Wick, sister of Anna Margaretha Wick. Maria Barbara 
Wick was born 27 Mar 1802 in Albig, Germany, the 
daughter of Johannes Wick and Anna Maria Diehl. This 
birth is recorded in French at the Burgermeister' s of­
fice, Albig, Germany, the same as the birth of Anna 
Margaretha Wick, born 8 Feb 1812, also the daugh­
ter of Johannes Wick and Anna Maria Diehl, and sister 
of Barbara Wick. Contrary to popular belief up to this 
writing, the Philipp Wick that accompanied the Philipp 
Kochs to America in 1843 was not the father of the Wick 
sisters, but rather an uncle. Johannes Wick, the father, 
died in Albig on 11 August 1817. This fact is recorded 
on the marriage record of Maria Barbara Wick to Val­
entin Heilman on 26 Mar 1821. This record found in the 
Liebfrauen Kirche book, states that the mother, Anna 
Maria Wick, nee Diehl, consents to this marriage instead 
of the father, because the father, Johannes Wick, had 
died on 11 Aug 1817. His death is recorded also in the 
Burgermeister's office, Albig, Germany. 

Anna Margaretha Wick's marriage, 31 Mar 1831, 
recorded at the Burgermeister's office, Albig, contains 
the signatures of those consenting to the marriage. List­
ed are the names of Philipp Koch's mother and father, 
Philippina Koch and Jacob Koch; and the parents of Anna 
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Margaretha Wick, Anna Maria Wick and Philipp Wick. 
This Philipp Wick is probably the same Philipp 

Wick that went to America in 1843. His date of birth is 
listed inAmericanrecords (tombstone, Locust Hill Cem­
etery, Evansville, Indiana) as 16 Mar 1768, Albig, 
Germany. This date is seven years after Johannes Wick 
was born, so Philipp Wick is assumed to be the younger 
brother. There is a possibility that Philipp Wick mar­
ried his brother's widow. However, it would have had to 
have taken place sometime after the wedding of Maria 
Barbara Wick and Valentin Heilman, 26 Mar 1821, and 
before the civil marriage ritual of Anna Margaretha 
Wick and Philipp Koch, 32 Mar 1831. Since no wed­
ding record of Anna Marie Diehl Wick to Philipp Wick 
could be found, it can be either assumed that it took 
place between the aforementioned dates or that Philipp 
Wick had become the guardian of Anna Margaretha Wick, 
as she was five years old when her father died, and thus, 
Philipp Wick was the only father that she knew. 

Factually, no Albig records on Philipp Koch born 
16 Mar 1768 could be located. A Johann Philipp Koch 
was born 8 Oct 1770 in Albig, son of Lorenz Wick and 
Maria Barbara Mueller from Bechenheim, Germany. It 
is possible that the Philipp Wick born 16 Mar 1768 died 
in infancy and that the next Wick son was renamed Philipp 
Wick, his full name being Johann Philipp Wick, 8 Oct 
1770; and that the birthdate of Philipp Wick who went to 
America is confused with the earlier birthdate. The god­
parents of this Johann Philipp Wick (8 Oct 1770) are list­
ed as Philipp Wick and his wife, Anna Maria Margaretha 
Wick. 

(Johann Philipp Wick is not a brother to Johannes 
Wick, as the fathers are not the same: Lorenz Wick be­
ing the father of Johann Philipp Wick and Johannes Wick 
is the father of Johannes Wick Jr.) 

Valentin Heilman, born on 4 Sept 1796, died about 
30 years later, leaving his widow, Maria Barbara Wick, 
with two children, Barbara Heilman, born about 1822, 
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and William Heilman, born 11 Oct 1824 in Bermersheim, 
Germany. Barbara Wick Heilman married Peter Weintz 
of Albig about 1828. Their son, Jacob Weintz, was born 
21 Nov 1830 in Albig. In the middle 1830's, the Weintz 
family consisting of Peter Weintz, Barbara Wick Heil­
man, their son, Jacob Weintz, and the two Heilman chil­
dren, Barbara and William, along with the Christian 
Kratz family, also of Albig, bade "Auf Wiedersehen" to 
their relatives and friends in Germany and sailed to New 
York, then on to Pittsburgh and down the Ohio River to 
locate in Evansville, Indiana. By 1847, in an almost un­
believable success story, these families had established 
their own business, "The City Foundry." According to 
an ad in the Evansville Business directory about 1850, 
they were "Manufacturers and builders of Steam Engines, 
Boilers, Saw and Grist Mill Machinery, Tobacco screws 
and gumming Machines etc. " 

Barbara Heilman Weintz's daughter and Anna Mar­
garetha Koch's niece, Barbara Heilman, married Chris­
tian Kratz, closely uniting these early Albig families. 
The Kratz and Heilman Foundry was dissolved in 1864. 
William Heilman then established his own business as 
the "Heilman Machine Works," making threshing ma­
chines and agricultural implements. Later, this busi­
ness developed as "The Vulcan Plow Co." William Heil­
man died at his home, 1003 First Ave., Evansville, 
Indiana, at the age of 66 on 22 Sept 1890. 

Christian Kratz founded the Southern Machine 
Works and specialized in machine work on steam boats. 
The company became one of the first firms to build cal­
liopes for river boats. Some of these old calliopes are 
still in use today. Christian Kratz died 27 June 1884 at 
the family home on 1 Pine Street. 

After staying with the Heilman family on First 
Street for about eight months, the Philipp Koch family 
moved to Posey County in the spring of 1844, where they 
took possession of a large farm. They lived here for 
six years. Their first daughter, and seventh child, Eli-
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zabeth, was born at the new farm on 23 Dec 1846. On 7 
Aug 1849, the eighth child, John Koch was born. 

Philipp Koch felt at home farming his own land, but 
this was not the fulfillment of the dream that had prompt­
ed him to cross the ocean. So, in 1850, he started his 
own business. He built the Eagle Brewery, a successful 
venture for eight years. The brewery building was lo­
cated at the corner of N. W. Riverside and S. Fulton 
Avenues, where the L & N Freight Depot exists today. 
(This area was called Lamasco and the streets were 
known in 1850 as Pearl and Water Streets.) 

As soon as this business was started, the family 
moved in from the Posey County farm to take residence 
in part of the Brewery building. It was here that Philo­
bena, their ninth and last child, was born on 7 Apr 1852. 

It hadn't taken the enthusiastic Philipp Koch long to 
become a vital part of his adopted country. In Novem­
ber 1843, he applied for his American citizenship. He 
received his final papers in September 1849. As his five 
sons, Jacob, Philip, Henry, George and Andrew were not 
of age when they came to America, they automatically 
became American citizens when their father received 
his American citizenship in 1849. 

Jacob, Philip Jr. and Andrew Koch became inter­
ested in their father's brewery and worked with him, but 
Henry and George, being more mechanically minded, 
chose to become apprentices, learning the sheet metal 
and iron trades at the City Foundry. It was customary 
at that time for boys learning a trade to indenture them­
selves to serve five years as apprentices. Henry and 
George Koch served as apprentices at the City Foundry 
owned by their cousins, Christian Kratz and William 
Heilman. During that period, they lived with their first 
cousin, William Heilman. Their wages as apprentices 
were extremely meager-only the usual bed and board. 
About 1858, the journeyman sheet metal mechanic earned 
about three dollars a week, and the work week then was 
some sixty hours long. 
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Since public school education was not available un­
til 1853, William Koch was the first of Philipp Koch's 
sons to obtain formal education. Elizabeth Koch started 
her. schooling shortly thereafter. Both attended the then 
new Evansville Public School. 

Almost ten years after residence in their new 
country, sadness struck the Philipp Koch household four 
times in rapid succession. On 11 Apr 1853, Philipp 
Wick died at the age of 85. He was one of the first per­
sons to be buried in the new Locust Hill Cemetery. On 
28 Apr 1853, John Koch, Philipp's eighth child, died at 
the age of 3 years and 8 months and he was buried next 
to his grandfather. On 31 Aug 1854, the eldest Philipp 
Koch son, Jacob, died suddenly and was also buried on 
the same plot with his grandfather. The following is a 
translation taken from the local German language news­
paper reporting Jacob Koch's death: 

The member of the Mutual Aid Society 
Jacob Koch, died suddenly on 31 Aug 1854. 
The funeral will take place on Saturday morn­
ing, 2 Sept 1854, at Mr. Koch's brewery in 
Lamasco. The members of the Mutual Aid 
Society will assemble at 8 o'clock in the Apol­
lo room. Friends other than Aid members 
are also invited to the funeral." 

(The Apollo room was a meeting hall above a saloon­
restaurant-bowling alley establishment one block off 
Main Street on Lower First in 1854, Evansville, Indiana.) 

The following April, 1855, the last child and sec­
ond daughter of Philipp Koch, Philobena, who had been 
named after her paternal grandmother, Philippina Rod­
rian Koch, died on 5 Mar 1855, one month short of being 
three years old. 

On 15 Feb 1857, Philipp Koch Jr. married Kather­
ine (Kate) Zeh, also from Germany and Henry Koch, the 
third son, married Anna Mary Geiger from Pittsburgh, 
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Allegheny County, Pennsylvania, on 26 Nov 1857. Both 
marriages took place in Evansville, Indiana. Philipp 
Koch Jr. took his bride to "Baby Town," an area of West 
Evansville, later renamed West Heights. Henry Koch 
continued with the sheet metal trade and lived in the city. 

By 1858, there were six breweries operating in 
Evansville, which led Philipp Koch to the conclusion that 
there were better business prospects in making barrels 
and kegs. He decided to sell his brewery to Wingert and 
Rice, which later combined with another in operation at 
that time to become Cook and Rice. This brewery con­
tinued to prosper and eventually became the F. W. Cook 
Brewing Company,one of Evansville's largest breweries 
until it was closed in 1955. 

Philipp Koch had been successful with his Posey 
County farm and with his Eagle brewery. He proved as 
fortunate in his new Cooperage Shop. The business was 
located on the present site of the L & N Passenger Depot 
on Fulton Ave. In 1860, he sold the business when he 
was 55 years old and he retired to a small farm in "Baby 
Town" or West Heights, near his son, Philip Koch Jr. 
and grandson, Philip Koch III, who was born on 22 Nov 
1847. This farm was near the intersection of the pres­
ent Harmony Way and Rodenburg Ave. (The families of 
Albert Andrew Waterman and Minnie Waterman Loeffler, 
great-grandchildren of Philipp Koch, are now living on 
this property.) 

George Koch, the fourth son of Philipp Koch, was 
the only member of the family to leave Evansville, Indi­
ana for any extended period of time. The lure of the 
unknown still sent out its beckoning challenge to the 
younger generation of the immigrant Philipp Koch family. 
The friend of George's father, who had traveled from 
Germany with him and had settled in Cincinnati back in 
1843, had become a successful river trader. Each year, 
it was his custom to build a flat boat, load it with mer­
chandise in Cincinnati, and float down the Ohio and Mis­
sissippi Rivers to trade with the townspeople along the 
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way. On reaching New Orleans, he would sell his boat 
including his remaining wares and the merchandise re­
ceived in trade along the way. He would then return to 
Cincinnati by way of one of the river steamers. 

In 1858, while visiting the Kochs in Evansville, the 
trader friend learned that young George had been ailing 
in health. He suggested it would be good for the youth to 
join his crew on the trip downstream, and Philipp Sr. 
accepted the offer for his son, with the understanding 
that tre boy would return forthwith from New Orleans. 
On this particular journey, however, the trader, more 
successful than usual, with his wares already sold, made 
a deal for the flat boat in Vicksburg, Mississippi, and 
returned home to Cincinnati. 

Young George Koch, apparently pleased with his 
newly found feeling of independence and returning health, 
was able to find a job in Vicksburg as a tinsmith. He 
sent word back to his father in Evansville, that he was 
going to remain there for awhile. He was still in Vicks­
burg, Mississippi, at the onset of the Civil War. He be­
came the first Philipp Koch son to enlist in the Civil 
War. He joined the Confederate army as a member of 
Regiment 12, Mississippi Volunteers, known as the 
"Sharp Shooters. " His records are filed under George 
Koche, also G. Koch of Mississippi, in the files of the 
General Services Administration, Washington, D. C. and 
in the Official Confederate Military Records on file in 
the Department of Archives and History, Jackson, Miss. 

The Mississippi Volunteers were also known as 
Bonham's Regiment and was organized in July 1861 of 
companies which had previously been in the State ser­
vice and were mustered into the Confederate service. 
George Koch served as a Private in Co. B and Co. H of 
this regiment. About April 9, 1865, this regiment was 
consolidated with the 1st and 33rd Regiments and the 1st 
Battalion Mississippi Infantry and formed a new regi­
ment which was designated as the 22nd Regiment Mis­
sissippi Infantry. 
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George Koch was wounded twice, once during the 
Battle of Shiloh in Tennessee and again at Corinth, Mis­
sissippi. At the battle of Shiloh, Gen. Pierre Gustave 
Toutant de Beauregard was second in command until Gen. 
Albert Sidney Johnston was killed. Then Gen. Beaure­
gard took full command. He was forced to retreat to 
Corinth, Miss. which he defended for two months. George 
Koch served under him in both battles. 

If one of the reasons that influenced Philipp Koch 
and his wife to come to America was to avoid compulsory 
military service for their sons, one can imagine their 
consternation and anxiety at the outbreak of the Civil 
War. News of George joining the Confederate Army in 
1861 reached them as two other sons were making plans 
to enlist, but this time with the Union Army. Andrew 
Koch and William Koch enlisted in the summer of 1862 
as Privates in Co. D 91st Regular Indiana Infantry. Wil­
liam Koch was promoted to Sgt. Major in 1864. Both 
served three years and were discharged together on 26 
June 1865 at Salisbury, North Carolina • 

. On William Koch's army record, he is listed as 
enlisting at 19 years old, 5 ft 8, dark complexion, grey 
eyes and dark hair. Andrew is listed as 21 years old at 
the time of his enlistment, 5 ft 7, dark complexion, grey 
eyes and black hair. Both young men were listed as 
Brewers by occupation, so it is obvious that they had 
learned the trade working for their father, Philipp Koch, 
in the Eagle Brewery. 

Henry Koch, who had married in 1857, already had 
two sons, Henry Koch Jr., born 28 Aug 1858, and Wil­
liam Koch, born 7 Mar 1861, when he was drafted on 27 
Sept 1864. He was inducted at Campbell, Washington 
County, Ind. 1st Congressional district of Indiana. How­
ever, his service was short lived, as he received a dis­
ability discharge shortly thereafter on 4 Nov 1864, due 
to "chronic rhumatism of knee joint manifested by struc­
tural change." Henry Koch's military record listed him 
as a farmer and described him as being 5 ft 9,fair com-
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plexion, blue eyes and brown hair. (Henry Koch's two 
other children were born in Evansville: Edward Koch 
was born 17 May 1869 and the fourth child and daughter, 
Emma Koch, was born 31 Mar 1876.) 

Philip Koch Jr. also married and with one son, was 
drafted and served in the Union Army with the Indiana 
Home Guards. 

Fortunately, during the four year battle, the broth­
ers never found themselves opposed in any of the mili­
tary engagements. After Lee's surrender at Appomattox 
Courthouse in Virginia, 9 Apr 1865, the three brothers 
still in service made plans to return to Civilian life. Wil­
liam Koch and Andrew Koch left Salisbury, North Caro­
lina, in June 1865, bound for Evansville, Indiana. Wil­
liam Koch married Mary McCrary of Indiana on 10 June 
1867 in Evansville, Ind. They had two children: William 
Koch Jr. born 8 May 1868, Evansville, Indiana and Clara 
E. Koch, born 6 Apr 1870. Andrew Koch married Kath­
erine (Kate) Klein of Seifersheim, Hesse, Germany on 
24 Sept 1867 in Evansville, Indiana. Andy and Kate Koch 
had eight children: (1) John Andrew Koch Sr. (bol'J;l) 27 
Sept 1868; (2) Philip Peter Koch (born) 15 Jan 1870; (3) 
Elizabeth (Llzzie) Margaret Koch (born) 13 Mar 1871; (4) 
Emma Margaret Koch (born) 12 Aug 1873; (5) I.ena Mar­
garet Koch (born) 12 Aug 1873; (6) Jacob Frederick Wil­
laim Koch (born) 4 Jan 1876; (7) Louis G. Koch (born) 6 
Apr 1879; (8) Garfield James Henry Koch (born) 12 Feb 
1882. 

George Koch returned to Vicksburg, Mississippi 
and on 25 Aug 1868, he married Mary Catherine Schwink 
and opened his own tin shop. (Mary Catherine Schwink 
is listed on her birth record at St. Katharina's Kirche, 
Niederklein, Alsford, Germany, as Anna Maria Schwink. 
Her mother's and aunt's names were both Catherine, and 
so she used the name of Mary Catherine instead of Anna 
Mary in Vicksburg, Miss. and was therefore known as 
Mary C. Schwink for the rest of her life.) Their first 
child, Annie Elizabeth Koch, was born in Vicksburg, 20 
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June 1869. The second child, George, was born on 26 
Sept 1871, but died almost two months later on 8 Nov 
1871. Tragedy continued to strike. His tin shop busi­
ness was progressing nicely until early 1873 when a fire 
destroyed his plant and within a few months he had lost 
his entire fortune. Still saddened by his son's death, 
they decided a change was necessary. 

So, in the summer of 1873, George Koch with his 
wife, daughter, Annie Elizabeth Koch and their new son, 
Jacob William Koch, born 28 Feb 1873, boarded the his­
toric old river steamer, Robert E. Lee, stopping at 
Memphis, Tennessee, and Cairo, Illinois before stop­
ping at Evansville, Indiana. The Philipp Koch Sro fam­
ily was once more united. Immediately upon arrival in 
Evansville, George Koch opened a small tin shop on 
Pennsylvania Street and took up residence there. Dur­
ing the following year, his second son, Jacob William 
Koch, died on 7 Jul 1874, and was buried on the new 
George Koch family plot in Locust Hill Cemetery, Daugh­
ter Amelia Koch was born shortly thereafter on 26 Jul 
1874. George Walter Koch was born on 22 Mar 1877, 
Louis Joseph Koch on 12 June ±882. Albert Charles Koch 
on 25 Dec 1884, and their last child, Mary Matilda Koch 
on 5 Jan 1888. George Koch died 8 Apr 1903 in Evans­
ville, Indiana at 65 years old, and his widow, Mary Cath­
erine Schwink Koch died at 89 on 6 June 1939. 

Upon George Koch's death, 8 Apr 1903, his sons, 
Louis Joseph, George Walter and Albert Charles, incor­
porated the company under the name, George Koch Sons, 
Inc. Four years later the firm developed and patented a 
metal door and window awning. During World War I, 
GKS became the first toy horn maker in the United 
States. Now, George Koch Sons has grown into one of 
the largest sheet metal fabricating businesses in the 
Middle West, and the grandsons of George Koch continue 
the dreams and ideals of the founder. 

Elizabeth Koch, Philipp's only living daughter after 
Philobena's death in 1855, married JohnEngel on 25 Apr 
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1867. Up to this time, the Philipp Koch family had all 
been active members of the St. John's Evangelical 
Church. John Engel was a Catholic as was Mary Cath­
erine Schwink, wife of George Koch. (Today, the Koch 
descendants are about half Protestant and half Catholic.) 
Elizabeth Koch and John Engel had eight children: (1) 
Elizabeth (Maud) Catherine Engel (born) 2 Oct 1868; (2) 
John Nicholas Engel (born) 24 May 1870; (3) Annie Marie 
Engel (born) 25 Jul 1871; (4) William Henry Engel (born) 
13 Dec 1874; (5) Margaret (Maggie) Engel (born) 27 Dec 
1876; (6) Edward Engel (born) 29 Mar 1878; (7) Caroline 
Theresa Engel (born) 9 Nov 1881; (8) Louise Charlotte 
Engel (born) 13 June 1888. All the children were born in 
Evansville, Indiana. John Engel died 7 Jul 1907 and Eli­
zabeth Koch died 16 Feb 1936. 

Philip Koch Jr. and Katherine Zeh had eight other 
children besides Philip Koch III, who was born 22 Nov 
1857. These included: (2) Elizabeth (Lizzie) Koch (born) 
19 June 1859; (3) Mary Koch (born) 27 June 1861; (4) 
George William Koch (born) 23 Jul 1863; (5) Anna Koch 
(born) 20 Jan 1865; (6) John (Jack) Koch (born) 20 Feb 
1868; (7) William A. Koch (Cook) (born) 28 Jan 1870; (8) 
Ida Helena Koch (born) 27 Sept 1875 and (9) Emma Koch 
(born) 3 Nov 1878. Philip Koch Jr. died in Evansville, 
Indiana on 11 Oct. 1907 and his wife, Kate Zeh Koch died 
10 Jul 1922. 

The Philipp Koch family with the exception of son, 
George, supported the new Republican Party who had 
named Abraham Lincoln as their candidate in 1860. In 
fact, several members of the Koch family in later years 
became active in the Republican Party and successfully 
held numerous minor political offices. Philip Koch Jr. 
and Andy Koch served many years as County Commis­
sioners and Township Trustees. William Koch served 
Vanderburgh County as Treasurer and George Koch was 
a member of the Evansville City Council from the Fourth 
Ward during 1887 and 1888. George Walter Koch was 
named deputy city comptroller in 1901, then again in 
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1910. J. A. Cornelius Koch served on the City Council 
from 1952-56. These are but a few of the many associa­
tions held by the Philipp Koch progeny. 

Recollections of Grandfather Philipp Koch and 
Grandmother Anna Margaretha Wick Koch by grandson, 
Louis Joseph Koch, recall that "Grandfather was a small 
man, quite active and very pleasant. Grandmother was 
a large woman with a warm friendly personality. It was 
our custom, whenever we could, to walk from the West 
Side out to "Baby-town" (West Heights) on Sunday after­
noons and enjoy a family get-together. I well remember 
Grandmother made the best hand cheese I ever ate." 
GrandsonGeorge Walter Koch remembered "Grandmoth­
er coming to our house with a basket on each arm full of 
vegetables from their farm to distribute to her relatives 
throughout the area." 

She was also known for her handiwork. An old 
newspaper clipping about 1918 reads, "Wool flowers 
made in 1854 by the late Mrs. Philipp Koch Sr. have been 
presented to the Temple of Fine Arts by Mrs. Emma 
Koehler, resident nurse at the Rathbone Memorial Home, 
and a granddaughterof Mrs. Koch. Mrs. Koehler framed 
the flowers under glass. " 

In 1889, after forty-six years in his adopted land, 
Philipp Koch died at the age of 84. Anna Margaretha 
Wick died two years later at the age 79 in 1891. Both are 
buried on the family plot in Locust Hill Cemetery. 

The entire Philipp Koch family with George Koch 
returning from Vicksburg had settled in Evansville, In­
diana and their families after them continued to call Ev­
ansville, Indiana "home." However, starting in the early 
1890's, several Kochs left Evansville to settle elsewhere. 
The first was William A. Koch, seventh son of Philip 
Koch Jr. He encountered so much difficulty with the 
pronunciation and spelling of the name Koch, he changed 
it to Cook, and on March 1895, he married Maude Daddow 
of New Chicago, Montana, at Drummond, Montana, and 
he used his new name of William A. Cook. An Evans-
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ville, Indiana newspaper clipping of 1922 headed "Evans­
ville Miner Locates Rich Lode" states that 

W. M. Cook left Evansville, Ind., 33 years 
ago and in July 1921, while prospecting in the 
western state (Montana) discovered a mine 
near Twin Bridges. Cook discovered his 
mine while prospecting over ground owned 
by the Northern Pacific railroad and leased 
a section of the land. " 

It is believed that the 11M" in the W. M. Cook is a print­
er1 s error, as his death certificate from Twin Bridges, 
Madison County, Montana, 18 May 1932 and signed by 
his son, Philip G. Cook, lists him as William A. Cook. 
Montana became the home of the William A. Cook fam­
ily. There were four children: (1) Blanche Cook (unmar­
ried and deceased); (2) Ilah Cook Senske Bergaus (no 
children) now residing in Wasilla, Alaska; (3) Thelma 
Lorraine Cook Grau of Garibaldi, Oregon (her son lives 
in Anchorage, Alaska); and (4) Philip G. Cook (deceased) 
with son in California and daughter in Montana. 

About the same time, early 1900's, another Phil­
ipp Koch grandson, Henry Koch Jr., first son of Henry 
Koch, left Evansville, Indiana for the west. From his 
death certificate issued at San Diego in Hf44, it is be­
lieved that he and his third wife, Hattie (Hannah) Koerner 
and his son, Elmer F. Koch, son of his second wife, 
Mary K. Suttner, settled in San Diego, California, about 
1904. He was a sheet metal worker, as was his son, 
Elmer F. Koch. Death certificates from San Diego, 
California for Henry Koch Jr. , Hattie Koerner Koch and 
Elmer F. Koch indicate that Elmer F. Koch had a wife, 
Barbara, but nothing more could be learned as to whether 
or not there were descendants from this marriage. 

In 1915, Charles Albert Howe, first child of John 
Edward Howe and Annie Marie Engel, third child of Eli­
zabeth Koch Engel, left with his wife, Nanny Howe and 
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infant daughter, Dorothy Howe, to settle in Flint, Mich­
igan. Dorothy Howe, now Mrs. Claude Laverne Dye and 
family reside in Flint, Michigan, as does her brother, 
Charles K. Howe in Mio, Michigan. 

Elfrieda Helen Barbara Koch, second child of John 
Andrew Koch Sr. and granddaughter of Andy Koch, left 
Evansville, Indiana in 1922 with her new husband, Rev. 
Rupert Henry Schroeder to take up residence in Cleve­
land, Ohio. They had eight children: (1) Rev. John E. 
Schroeder; (2) Dr. Rupert A. Schroeder; (3) Dr. Paul 
W. Schroeder; (4) Dr. Edward T. Schroeder; (5) Eleanor 
Ann Schroeder now wife of Rev. Martin Frederking; (6) 
Rev. Robert Schroeder; (7) RobertaHelen Schroeder,now 
wife of Dr. Robert Dinda; and (8) Dr. Walter G. Schroe­
der. Rev. Rupert H. Schroeder died in 1952, and El­
frieda Koch Schroeder moved to Tampa, Fla. , where 
three of her children presently reside; Rev. Robert 
Schroeder and family;Dr. Rupert A. Schroeder and fam­
ily; and her daughter, Mrs. Robert Dinda and family. 

So, although a few descendants left Evansville to 
locate elsewhere, it can be seen that the bulk of Philipp 
and Anna Margaretha Koch's descendants have estab­
lished firm roots and have become an integral part of 
Evansville, Indiana. It has only been since the culmina­
tion of World War II, that later descendants of Philipp 
Koch can be found in almost every state of the United 
States. 

In the early part of 1970, three prominent Evans­
ville 11 Kochs11 died. On 18 Jan 1970, Industrialist Walter 
George Koch, son of John Andrew Koch Sr. died at the 
age of 66. He was former president of International 
Steel Co. and chairman of the board of Great Fidelity 
Llfe Insurance Co. On 20 Jan 1970, Albert Charles Koch, 
age 85, son of George Koch, civic and business leader 
and past president of George Koch Sons, Inc., died. 
Former city council member, J. A. Cornelius Koch, son 
of John (Jack) Koch, died at age 73 on 12 Feb 1970. 

The following pages contain the family listing of 
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every known descendant of Philipp Koch. They are 
grouped according to the families of Philipp Koch's six 
married children: Philip Koch Jr., Henry Koch, George 
Koch, Andrew Koch, William Koch and Elizabeth Koch 
Engel.
