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GENEALOGY

JOHN AND WAIT POTTER. 

1st Generation. 
Robert Potter came fron1 England to America in 1628. He first settled in Salem, ~lass., but 

about ten years later he removed to Rhode Island. On the 16th, 5th mo., 1638, in a" Catalogue of 
the Inhabitants of the Island now called Aqueedneck,'' Robert Potter·s name appears. April 30, 
1639, his name appears among the inhabitants of Portsmouth, who then and there "bound them­
selves into a civill body politicke " for the government of the town. On the first of the fifth month. 
(July) san1~ year, he was chosen surveyor of highways, and to lay out roads in the new town. 

January 12, 1642, the gTeat sachem l\'Iyantonomy, deeds the ,varwick lands to Samuel Gorton, 
,villiam Raulston, Robert Potter, and others, eleven io all. 

April 19, 1644, Robert Potter was one of the witnesses of the deed of submission of Pessicus 
and the other sachems of the N anhigansetts to King Charles. 

The colony of :Massachusetts Bay claimed jurisdiction over the Warwick territ-0ry, and about 
this time they seized Gorton, Potter, and others, and took them to Boston for trial. Robert's wife, 
who accon1panied him, fell ill fr01u the hardships of the journey, and died, and was buried in the 
woods. Gorton was taken to :England~ but the others were imprisoned in Boston, for about two 
year:;, when they were released, and returned to their scttlen1ent. 

In 16-18-51 and 5~, Robert Potter was one of the as:;istants or c01nmissioners fro1n ,varwick, 
in the General Assembly.

John Potter, son of Fisher and l\fary, resided with his parents, in Scituate. The house, the 
cellar of which is still to be seen, stood on the west side of the road, near the top of the hill, about 
a third of a mile south of the Four Corners. 

At the breaking out of the Hevolutionary War, John was at work at his trade, a stone mason, 
about two n1iles below Pawtuxet. He heard, in the early morning, the alarm bells ringing in Provi­
dence, for the advance of the British on Concord and Lexington. He walked to Providence and 
heard the call for troops, went to Scituate and from there to Hopkins' ~1 ills, where his militia com­
pany met, and, volunteering, with others, marched from there to Providence that night, where the 
news had arrived that the affair was over, and that they would not be needed then, but to hold them­
selves in readiness to go at a moment's warning. His walk of thirty-eight miles, that day, satisfied 
hin1 with foot service, and he then enlisted in a troop of horse~ and entered the service soon after. 

*RoGER \Y1LLIAMS' daughter, l\IERCY, married Resolved \Vaterman, and had by him five children. After 
bis death she married Samuel 'Winsor, and had three children, SAMUEL, Joshua, anu Hannah. Samuel 

,vinsor: son of Samuel and Mercy, married Mercy Harding. They bad two sons and seven daughters, the 

second of whom, ~IARY (born .Aug. 5, 1707), married Fisher Potter. 
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He was detailed as a" rider," or messenger, and in that capacity went from place to place, carrying 
orders and news. 

At the expiration of his first term of enlistment, he married, Sept. 8, 1777, Wait '\Vaterman* 
( born Dec. 17, 17 50). They lived in the '' old red house," ( still standing at about the middle of 
the north side of the main street, in North Scituate,) and there his three eldest children were born. 
During these years he served as ''picket-guard'' on the shores near Point Judith, guarding against 
boat expeditions from the British fleet, foraging the country. 

Towards the close of the war, he was commissioned as Ensign in the company of minute men 
in Scituate, but it is uncertain whether he was ever in the field with that company. 

At the close of the war, he built the house south of the Four Comers, where he afterwards 
lived till his death. After peace was established, John and Wait joined the Society of Friends. 
They had long been of that belief, but he would not join till the fighting was over. John died Feb. 
14, 1825, Wait, Jan. 10, 1835. Their graves are in the family burying-ground on the farm, beside 
those of Fisher and Mary.
