~ PREFACE

Allegheny City, Pa., June, 1892.

The History of the Smiths was prepared by Rev. A. S.
Abbey and read at one of the first reunions held in 5. E.
Kineaid’s grove, Wayne, Erie Co., Pa. Afterwards it was
suggested that the History be printed, together with a record
of the family. Accordingly, in 1839, letters were sent to the
different families asking for thieir respective family records.
When 1 undertook the work it scemed as if it would not be a
dificult task. To most of my letters I received a prompt reply,
but to a few there was no response even after a third or fourth
appeal. I therefore felt constrained to abandon the work,
helieving that it would be unsatisfaztory unless complete.  Bat
at the last reunion, in 1891, itseemed to be the universal desire
that the record should be published, and I resunied the work.

I present the following pages without any apology, believing
that you will find all the dates given to be correct, and regret-
ting much that it must still be said of two or thtee families—no
record,

YT is natural for many of us to desire to know what has been. History
is pleasant and profitable as well as prophecy and foreknowledge, granted
that the future invites and encourages, the past warns and instructs.

The present sketch must be necessarily gomewhat imperfect. Lack of
some general information and precise dates renders it more brief than desir-
able, and to some extent unsatisfuctory. Among the numes common to the
sons of uen, we find that the name *‘Sneith’’ has come in for fully a generous
share of abuse. Really it has received scripture measure ‘“heaped up,
pressed down and running over.”

The Smiths and their descendants, however the old name may be
bandied about. do not hang their honor and their glory upon the name,
merelv ag 2 mawe, but in the outcome have put forth the goodly endeavor,
that by no act of theirs they might make it a jest and a by-word.

Very little can we learn of our Scotcl:-Irish ancestors who lived and toiled
in the long-gone-by in “good old Ireland.”” When John and Mary Smith,

ur great grandfather and great grandmother, band ir hand passed along
life's highway in the little * green isle,” tlhen, as now, life had its vicissi-
tudes and ils nobler incentives. Social position was not reckoned at less than
its real value, and many now think it a good thing to inherit. ““The Smiths
were a well to do people in the old country’’ eaid a lady recently. She
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obtuined her information from ber father who was from the same county
and even from the seme kirk.

In those olden times the church pew was the index of social standiny and
general influence. The hizher the rank the hicher wus the pew perched on
the church wall, to be reached by steps from the ground Hoor. The lady
informant says: ¢ The Smiths had one at a goodly height.”” Her people had
one on the opposite wall at the same height,

The Smith family consirted of the futher John the mother Mary and six
sons whose agés are in the order of their names: William, Robert, Samuel,
James, John, Jr., and Israel; also one daushter Mary. The vounger ones,
John, Israel and Muary remained in Treland with the parents.  Mary married a
Mr. Hemphill, Israel married, John never married. The four sons William,

Yobert, Samuel end James, eaime Lo this country in the order of their names—
William coming in the vear 1798, Robert in the year 1796, and the others
goon after. ‘ '

A journey then to America wag no light thing. It was at the expense of
both time and safety.  Now, if a vessel is out even 13 davs those interested
become anxious. Then, as many weeks was a specdy and prosperous vovagze.
Young, full of hope they came to the new world seeking their fortunes.

Four years after arriving in tkis country, Willlamm Smith baving taken
up a 200 acre claim. embraced in the Yaver, Chaz, Smith and Spencer farms,
was, November 15th, 1799, united in marriuge to BElizabeth Wilson, at her
father's farm, south of Union City, she being alzu a native of the north of
Ireland.

When murried they sent to the Lake Shore for o Justice of the Peace
to perform the ceremony, andd wuited two days for his arrival.  Married in
November, they went on foot through the snow to the Spencer furm.  This
was the new howe, and this was the wedding tour the fuorn of the honey-
moon. All supplies for the first years were pucked on the back of eoxen,
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from Franklin. They remaine.l on this eluim twenty-one years, then removed
to Waterford township and bought 400 acres, gave a power of attorney for
the sale of the vacated claiin and lost every dollar.  Williamn Smith died on
the Waterford fartn October 7th, 1835. His wife remained on the furm for
a time after her husband’s death, then, with her daughter Eliza, resided in
Waterford borough. After the death of her daughter Eliza she removed to
Wayne, and there die:l at the home of her daurhter Kineline, August 6th,
1875, in her 90th year. Well may it be ~aid by those who were fortunite
enouzh to know her: She was no eommon woman. Always interested in the
politicg, progress and prosperity of the old country; a keen observer of
everything pertaining to our own land, reading history, travels, theological
discussiong, literature, and a wile range of the newspuper topics of the day.
She kept pace with the enward stretelr of the tines, and was always alive to
present iuterests and tendencies. To the parents, William and Elizabeth
Smith, were born eleven childven —three sons, eizht daughters. -

Robert Smith, the second brother, was born in 1768, came to this country
in 1796 or suon after; married Elizabeth Richards and settledd 200 acres
(Part of thie sume was recently occupied by Octavius Abbey.) Resided there
for twenty years or more, and then bought a claim of his brother-in-law,
John Richards, in Union Township, and remained on the same until his
death.  His wife died in 1827, he died in 1843. To these parents were born
geven children —four zons and three daughters.

Samuel Suiith, the third brother, was born June 16th, 1974 ; married to
Jane Dickey, May Sth, 1796 ; came to this country in the same year; took up
400 acres embraced in the Perking Dasset, Abbey and Carsou plares. They
experienced all the hardships incident to pioneer life. "Lived there twenty-
cne years, then removed to Beaver Dam, took up 250 acres. The husband
died here in 1839, the wife died in 1562. To these parents were born
twelve children—four sons and eight daughters.
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James Smith, the youngest of the four brothers, was born in Ireland
in 1776, and married there to Nancy Canning. Coming to this country they
settled on a claim in Wayne Townghip, and for years that part embracing
the south flat was called the Smith Lot. Leaving this claima they settied on
thg flats below Waterford. He died in 1829, and his wife died in 1848. To
these parents were born ten children—four sons and six daughters.

Here were the four families, after years of privation and toil, comfortably
settled, and fromn this root, which we are pleased to think God himself planted
in the north-western part of Pennsylvania, has gprung a large and pros-
perous family. The spirit which characterized the ancestors still animates
their descendunts. It led the furwrer to this country and guided thens in
removing the forest and subduing the ground. The result of the sume spirit
is seen in many fertile forms in every part of this country.

The family soon grew too large to be confined by the hills of western
Pennsylvania, and they may now be found in mountain and plain, in city and
coun'ry, in nearly every northern state from the Atlantic to the Pacific. We
find them in every department of industry. There are ministers of the gospel,
lawyers, physicians and teachers, prosperous business men and substantial
farmers. Neither the very rich nor the very poor have a representation in
the fumily. While some have been prospered more than their cousins, yet
all are well to do. As a family they are honest, intellizeut, patriotic and God
fearing.

We would like to give the personal history of several of the sons and
daughters of the tamily, especialiy of those, who, during the civil war, went
to the front to do battle for their country, five to die on the battle tield and
one in prison. The rest serving their time out were honorably discharged,
and are with us yet to-day, but carrving with them the marks of war and the
scars of the enemies bullets. There are others whose nanies are worthy of
wention, whose good deeds and trimmphuant deaths are recorded in the hearts
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and on the lives of those who remain behind them, all of which will be made
known on the day of that great re-union at which the family will all be
present.
