Au old fashioned two story 
ho'lse, built by him, still stanrls, anil is occupied by 
his great gra11dchild1·e11. The church i:,; near hy, 
and is situater! 6 miles from Exeter, ancl lu miles 
from Haverhill, Mass. '.l.'he church edifice, which 
the Parson occupied, gave place to a new one in 
1811, which is the prefle11t church edifice of Brent­
wood. lie was the first minister of the Congrega­
tional church, and in 17 51 it numbered 40 members. 
The following is au extract from the agreerne11t of 
st>ttlement enterPd into by the Parson and Parish of 
Dr,~utwood, taken from · page 4 7, Old Uec0r<l of 
Brentwood. 

"\Ve. the under~igned, Committee of the Parish of Brentwood, 
in the l'rovince of New Hampshire, do hereby agree and cove­
nant with the Rev. Nathaniel Tra,k: 

1st. To pay him the said Trask the ~um of 6oo lhs. sterling, 
as settlement monev, in consideration that he settled as pastor 
over the church anrl parish of Brentwood. 1" he ~aid 600 lbs. 
to he paid within two years of the date of this agreement. 

:zcl. To pay him the said Trask an annual salary of 500 lbs. 
sterling. 

3d. That the said salary ~hall be paid as follows, to wit: in 
corn at 20 shillings J>er bushel, pork at half a crown per pouncl, 
and beef at 16 pence per pound: the corn to he delivered iri the 
month of February, the pork in December and January, and the 
beef in November. 

4th. We further agree with the said Trask, that in addition 
to the salary hereinbefore mentioned, he shall have hauled to 
his door, in the months of December and January annually, 20 
cords of good wood. 

(Signed hy the Rev. Nathaniel Trask, and the members of 
the Committee of the Parish.) 

Done at Brentwood, in the Province of N. H., this 15th day 
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of May, Anno Domini 1;52, and in the 25th year of the reign of 
our Soverign Lord and King, George ll." 

He died December 12, 178(1, on the 41st anni­
versary of his ordination; and was buried in the 
old cemetery near the church, where he preached 
so many yeats. 

The following is the inscription on the headstone 
at his grave.

ll'IRST MINISTER OF THE CONGREGATIOXALTST
