THERE SEEMS TO BE THE GENERAL OPINION OF EARLY SARATOGA COUNTY
HIS#ORIANS THAT THE METHODISTS MAY HAVE STARTED THEIR CHURCHES OR
OPENED UP THEIR CIRCUITS BEFORE 1800 BUT THERE ARE VERY FEW, IF ANY,
RECORDS TO PROVE IT WHEREAS MOST OF THE OTHER DENOMINAT IONS HAVE
WELL KEPT RECORD BOOKS BACK TO 1735 AND 1790.1T NOW APPEARS THAT
THE REASON FOR THIS IS BECAUSE THE METHODISTS SERVED THE COUNTY
WITH ONLY ONE OR TWO CIRCUIT RIDERS WHO WOULD RIDE THESE SPARSELY
SETTLED AREAS UNTIL THEY COULD GET 'LOCATED'  THESE MINISTERS WOULD
TURN IN THEIR REPORTS TO HEADQUARTERS WITH OUT COPIES TO THE LOCAL
GROUPS, WHEN THE CIRCU!T RIDER WAS DISCONTINUED OR THE AREA BECAME
LARGE ENCUGH TO SUPPORT A REGULAR MINISTER THEN THE RECORD BOOK
APPEARED. IN MANY VILLAGES THESE BOOKS WERE NOT STARTED UNTIL 1840
OR 1850 AND MUCH EFFORT HAS BEEN WASTED IN TRYING TO LOCATE RECORDS
THAT NEVER EXISTED.

WHEN EVER THE OPPORTUNITY OFFERED,FOLLOWED CLOSELY ON THE TRAIL
OF THE FIRST SETTLERS IN THIS WILDERNESS COUNTY.OF THE WORK
ACCOMPOLISHED IN THE EARLIEST YEARS IN THIS IMMEDIATE LOCALITY
NO RECORD HAS BEEN PRESERVED AND IT HAS BEEN WELL SAID THAT 'EFFORTS
TO COMPILE THE EARLY HISTORY OF THE BALLSTON SPA CHURCH RECALL THE
WORDS OF THE SAMABMRITAN WOMEN AT THE WELL,WHEN SHE SAID 'SiR, THOU

HAVE NOTHING TO DRAW WITH,AND THE WELL 1S DEEP',"



WHEN NEWMAN ADSET WROTE A BRIEF HISTORY OF THE OLD CLIFTON
PARK M.E.CHURCH AND PRESENTED IT AT THEIR ANNIVERSARY SERVICES
IN 1935 HE MENTIONED THE EFFORT HE WENT TO TO LOCATE ANY EARLY
RECORDS OF THIS CHURCH NOT REALIZING THAT PERHAPS THEY NEVER EXISTED.
MR .ADSET DID DISCOVER IN THE NEW YORK PUBLIC LIBRARY THE CIRCUIT
CLASS BOOK OF REVERENED MITCHELL B.BULL WHO, IN COMPANY WITH JOHN
F INEGAN TRAVELED THE SARATOGA CIRCUIT IN 1810.THIS CLASS BOOK
CONTAINS THE LOCATION OF THE VARIOUS CHURCHES AND MEETING HOUSES
IN THE CIRCUIT WITH THEIR LEADER AND LIST OF ACTIVE ASSOCIATES
OR MEMBERS .MR ADSET VERY KINDLY HAD A COPY OF THIS VALUABLE SOURCE
MATERIAL MADE AND HE PRESENTED IT TGO THE NEW YORK STATE LIBRARY
IN ALBANY.THE BOOK ALSO CONTAINS NOTES IN THE BACK ON THE SCRIPTURE
LESSONS , TEXTS AND PERSONAL NOTES CONCERNING INDIVIDUALS WHO WERE
EXPELLED ETC. THESE WERE NOT COPIED.

THE COPY OF THE CLASS BOOK HAS ON THE COVER"MEMBERSHIP LIST"

BUT IT IS NOT QUITE CLEAR ABOUT IT CONTAINING OR INCLUDING ALL THE
OLD ACTIVE MEMBERS. WE DO KNOW THAT IN THE OLD CLIFTON PARK CHURCH
THERE WERE MACINTOSHS' AND OTHERS NOT MENTIONED, IN FACT,THE CEMETERY
THERE WAS KNOWN FOR MANY YEARS AS MACINTOSHS' AND IT MAY BE A GOOD
SPOT TG SAY SOMETHING ABOUT THIS FAMILY: ALEXANDER MAC OR MCINTOSH
WITH HIS WIFE AND SEVERAL CHILDREN ARRIVED IN AMERICA FROM SCOTLAND
IN 1775 AND SETTLED IN THIS VICINITY.IN 1776 THERE WAS A SON JOHN
BORN.THE PARENTS ARE BURIED IN THE ABOVE CEMETERY AND NODOUBT SOME
OF THEIR CHILDREN BUT ONLY THE PARENTS HAVE MARKERS.THE SON,JOHN,
MOVED TO CANADA WHEN ABGUT TWENTY YEARS OLD AND LATER DISCOVERED
ON HIS FARM A 'WILD' APPLE TREE GROWING WHICH LATER BECAME THE
FAMOUS APPLE BY THAT NAME. THE DESCENDENTS OF JOHN HAVE FORMED A
CLAN AND EACH YEAR HOLD A MEETING IN SPENCERVILLE,ONTARIG,CANADA,



THE DISCOVERY OF REV.BULLS'CLASS BOOK HAS CONTRIBUTED A GREAT
DEAL TO THE HISTORY OF SARATOGA COUNTY NOT ONLY FOR THE CHURCH
INFORMAT ION BUT IT HAS ADDED MANY NAMES OF EARLY RESIDENTS TQ .THE
PRIVATELY OWNED COUNTY INDEX WHICH ALREADY HAS OVER 150,000 NAMES.
REV.BULLS 'LIST COVER A PERIOD (1810) WHEN THE PUBLIC RECORDS WERE

REV.MITCHELL B.BULL WAS BORN IN WATERFORD, IRELAND IN 1778.HE
BECAME A METHODIST AT THE AGE OF 13 (1791) AND CAME TO AMERICA IN
1793. HE WAS ORDAINED A DEACON IN 1805 AND AN ELDER TWO YEARS LATER,
AFTER EIGHT YEARS OF RIDING CIRCUITS AND PREACHING AT FIXED PLACES
REV BULL,DG TC POOR HEALTH, QUITB THE MINISTRY AND RETIRED TO A
FARM IN NEW JERSEY WHERE HE RECOVERED SUFFICIENTLY TG PURCHASE
A DRY GOODS BUSINESS IN BROGKLYN WHERE HE BECAME SUCCESSFUL.WHEN
HE DIED IN 1857 HE LEFT THE METHODIST CHURCH $ 9000.00.THE EARLY
RECORDS SHOW THAT BOTH REV BULL AND JOHN F INNEGAN ALSOG SERVED THE
SARATOGA COUNTY CIRCUIT IN 1804.IT WiLL BE NGTED THAT IN 1810 THERE
WAS A RHODA FINNEGAN ASSOCIATED WITH THE ROUND LAKE CHURCH WHO
POSS IBLY WAS JOHNS' WIFE AND WHERE THEY LIVED AT THE TIME.

THE ORDER OF LOCATION OF THE 22 CHURCHES AND MEET ING HOUSES
WERE COPIED IN THE SAME ORDER AS THE ORIGINAL AND NODOUBT WERE IN
THE ORDER VISITED.PERHAPS A CAREFUL STUDY OF THE ORIGINAL FGOT NOTES
MIGHT GIVE SOME INFORMATION AS TO HOW OFTEN THE CIRCUIT WAS COVERED,
ALSG THERE IS AN INTERESTING PROBLEM FOR THE PRESENT CHURCH MEMBERS
TO FIGURE OUT WHERE THE VARIOUS PLACES WERE LOCATED.
